Dear Parish Family,

Donuts and Dogma

Remember we are now serving Dunkin Donuts for Donuts and Dogma. Starting at 10 am, this week we
will be discussing what is a sacrament: an introduction to the Sacraments, an encounter with Christ in the
Life of Grace. Next week we will be discussing the difficult topic of abortion and the authentic Catholic
teaching, how we are called to engage the culture and love those who have been affected by abortion.

National Day of Prayer for the Legal Protection of Unborn Children and the March for Life

This year in consultation with the Respect Life Committee, | decided to forgo the huge undertaking that it
has been each to fundraise and organize the trip to the National March for Life in Washington DC with
the understanding that we would focus more on the frontlines here at home. Going to the March for Life
is great but if we can’t translate it to efforts here at home where it really counts than it’s just a trip. In
order to implement this focus, we have instituted the monthly: First Saturday as Respect Life Saturday
which has been slow starting. | would like to encourage everyone to participate in at least part of our
Respect Life Saturdays but especially those who have gone on the March for Life the last two years.
These efforts do make a difference. During my four years of theology in Columbus Ohio we prayed in
front of three different abortion mills nearly every Saturday. In that time one shut down completely,
another stopped performing abortions, and the third was beginning to fall into severe financial troubles by
the time | finished seminary. This is a battle fought and won with prayer, daily prayer but also these
dedicated times.

St. Paul reminds us this is primarily a spiritual battle, "Put on the armor of God so that you may be able to
stand firm against the tactics of the devil. For our struggle is not with flesh and blood but with the
principalities, with the powers, with the world rulers of this present darkness, with the evil spirits in the
heavens.” This Wednesday Jan. 22 on the anniversary of Roe vs. Wade decision in conjunction with the
National Day of Prayer we will have a time of Adoration from 3pm until just before Mass concluding
with Benediction at 5:20 At 3:00 pm will be Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament and Chaplet of Divine
Mercy and then praying the Rosary at 5pm before Benediction. This Friday, in solidarity with the March
for Life we will have a time of Adoration from 11:30 am until 3:00 pm. We will conclude the time of
Adoration with the Divine Mercy Chaplet and Benediction at 3:00 pm. There will be a sign-up list
for Friday. Please come and participate in as much as you are able in either one or both of these
times of prayer to end abortion and ask for the healing of all those affected.

Donuts y Dogma

Recuerde que ahora estamos sirviendo Dunkin Donuts para Donuts y Dogma. A partir de las 10 de la
mafiana, esta semana discutiremos qué es un sacramento: una introduccion a los sacramentos, un
encuentro con Cristo en la vida de gracia.

Dia nacional de oracidn por la proteccion legal de los nifios no nacidos y la Marcha por la vida
Este afio, en consulta con el Comité de Respeto a la Vida, decidi renunciar a la enorme tarea de
recaudar fondos y organizar el viaje a la Marcha Nacional por la Vida en Washington DC,
entendiendo que nos centrariamos mas en la primera linea aqui en hogar. Ir a la Marcha por la vida
es genial, pero si no podemos traducirlo en esfuerzos aqui en casa, donde realmente cuenta, es solo
un viaje. Para implementar este enfoque, hemos instituido mensualmente: Primer sdbado como
Sabado de Respeto a la Vida, que ha comenzado lentamente. Me gustaria animar a todos a participar
en al menos parte de nuestros sdbados de Respeto a la Vida, pero especialmente a aquellos que han
asistido a la Marcha por la Vida en los ultimos dos afios. Estos esfuerzos hacen la diferencia.
Durante mis cuatro afios de teologia en Columbus, Ohio, rezamos frente a tres fabricas de abortos
diferentes casi todos los sdbados. En ese momento, uno cerrd por completo, otro dejo6 de realizar
abortos, y el tercero comenz6 a caer en graves problemas financieros cuando terminé el seminario.
Esta es una batalla peleada y ganada con oracion, oracion diaria, pero también estos tiempos
dedicados.

San Pablo nos recuerda que esto es principalmente una batalla espiritual: "Ponte la armadura de Dios
para que puedas mantenerte firme contra las tacticas del diablo. Porque nuestra lucha no es con carne
y sangre sino con los principados, con los poderes, con los gobernantes mundiales de esta oscuridad
actual, con los espiritus malignos en los cielos”.
