I have changed the Way of the Cross Booklets to the 

traditional and widely used version composed by St. Alphonsos de Liguori, both in English and Spanish 

so we are praying the same meditations.  We will alternate stations in English and in Spanish.  At the 

conclusion of the stations at roughly 7:00 pm I will also expose the Blessed Sacrament for a half an 

hour of Adoration along with being available for confessions.
