Lent as a Pilgrimage-Wonderful News from Fr. Coleman

I hope everyone’s Lent is going well and off to a good start after this first full week. As a Lenten
practice, last week | suggested that we all go on a spiritual pilgrimage and that we offer our sacrifices on
this pilgrimage for others to give our Lent away. | had mentioned that | had the sense that God wants to
work miracles in our own lives through the sacrifices we would offer for others on our Lenten
Pilgrimage. | wanted to share that | received my first miracle and hopefully not our last.

The initial prognosis was that the
doctors were pretty certain because of the size of the tumor and that it was in the lymph node that it had
metastasized and the PET scan was to find out how far the cancer had spread. We received the results
this past Wednesday afternoon. My Uncle is cancer free. The will be doing some follow up immune
therapy to make certain it’s all gone.
