We must never
turn ablind eye or pretend it is none of our business.

God called Ezekiel to speak his words of truth to his people in order to save them. In the same way,
God has called us to speak truth to one anothedans ave one another. Pro
not speak to warn the wicked to turn from his way, that wicked man shall die in his iniquity, but his
blood | shall require from your hand. But if you warn the wicked to turn from his way, and he does n
turn from his way, he shall die in his iniqu
“Remember this: Whoever turns a sinner from
cover a multitude of sdhasnotcdlledastekeepibg:sii hn the fack e
of evil, or to rumor mongering, gossiping, slandering and so on.

Sometimes when one does not listen to our correction, it has more to do with our manner of
approach. Christian correction must never hunditghe offender of hurt their feelings unnecessarily.
We have to improve in doing it gently, with respect and charity. We also have to be open to
corrections ourselves and not make it unduly difficult for people to correct us by our attitude. Since |
oneis above mistakes, we are all called to watch over one another, and if people do not correct us,
becomes our loss.

In the Gospel, Jesus, further teaches us another act of love. It is, reconciling with one another. It tak
a lot of humility and patiereto follow these four stages of reconciliation Jesus commanded.

Querida familia parroquial:

Correccién fraterna o critica constructiva

San Pablo nos dice en la segunda lectura “Todos los mandamientos ... se resumen en este Gnico
mandamiento: debes amar a tu projimo como a ti mismo”. Uno de los deberes del amor al projimo es lo
que llamamos “correccion fraterna” o critica objetiva. Pero para que sea cristiano, debe ser la verdad,
debe buscar el bien del hermano o hermana, debe ser objetivo y hecho con amor. Nunca debemos hacer
la vista gorda o pretender que no es asunto nuestro.

Dios llamé a Ezequiel a hablar sus palabras de verdad a su pueblo a fin de salvarlo. De la misma
manera, Dios nos ha llamado a hablarnos la verdad unos a otros y salvarnos unos a otros. El profeta



Ezequiel dice: “Si no hablas para advertir al impio que se desvie de su camino, ese impio morira en su
iniquidad, pero yo demandaré su sangre de tu mano. Pero si le adviertes al impio que se aparte de su
camino, y ¢l no se aparta de su camino, morira en su iniquidad, pero ti habras salvado tu vida ”.
Santiago escribe: “Recuerda esto: el que aparta al pecador del error de su camino, lo salvara de la
muerte y cubrird multitud de pecados” (Santiago 5:20). Por lo tanto, Dios no nos ha llamado a guardar
silencio ante el mal, ni a propagar rumores, chismes, calumnias, etc.
