From thePastor’s Desk

Dear Parish Family,

Last Sunday was the Feast of the Epiphany of the Lord. Epiphany means the revelation or manifestation Jesus Christ
to the world. The manifestation continues, today, with the Baptism of Jesus and then with the wedding at Cana. These
three episodes of the revelation of Jesus Christ to the world, are represented in the three beautiful Icons below the
choir gallery at the back of the Church.

As we see in today’s Gospel, God himself and the Holy Spirit are the witnesses to Jesus’ revelation. God declares in
the Baptism of Jesus, not through any prophet, not through any angel, not through the shepherds, not through the
Magi, not through Simeon and Anna, not through John the Baptist, but by Himself and in the presence of the Holy
Spirit. The Gospel says, “After Jesus was baptized, he came up from the water and behold, the heavens were opened
for him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and coming upon him. And a voice came from the
heavens, saying, ‘This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased.”” This declaration by God is the greatest
disclosure or revelation of Jesus. St. John urges us in the second reading, “If we accept human testimony, the
testimony of God is surely greater. Now he has testified on behalf of his son” (1 John 5:9).

Catholic catechism teaches that Baptism is a Sacrament through which we are cleansed from original sin; we become
followers of Christ, children of God, and members of the Church. We may ask, if Baptism cleanses us from original
sin, why, then, was it necessary that Jesus was baptized although he was sinless? Maximus of Turin explains, “Christ
1s baptized, not that he may be sanctified in the waters, but that he himself may sanctify the waters... For when the
Savior is washed, then already for our Baptism all water is cleansed and the fount purified... Christ therefore takes
the lead in Baptism, so that Christian people may follow after him with confidence.” We are baptized in Christ and
become part of His body the Church, which demands of us an obligation to live as Christ did in love, compassion,
forgiveness, selflessness and truth. It involves our deepening our relationship with “Our Abba Father” and embracing
the Holy Spirit the Spirit of truth.

Estos
tres episodios de la revelacion de Jesucristo al mundo, estan representados en los tres hermosos Iconos debajo de la
galeria del coro en la parte posterior de la Iglesia.

Como vemos en el Evangelio de hoy, Dios mismo y el Espiritu Santo son los testigos de la revelacion de Jesus. Dios
declara en el Bautismo de Jesus, no a través de ningun profeta, no a través de ninglin angel, no a través de los
pastores, no a través de los Magos, no a través de Simeon y Ana, no a través de Juan el Bautista, sino por El mismo y
en la presencia del Santo. Espiritu. El Evangelio dice: “Después que Jesus fue bautizado, subio6 del agua y he aqui, los
cielos se abrieron para él, y vio al Espiritu de Dios que descendia como una paloma y venia sobre ¢l. Y vino una voz
de los cielos que decia: "Este es mi Hijo amado, en quien tengo complacencia". Esta declaracion de Dios es la mayor
revelacion o revelacion de Jesus. San Juan nos urge en la segunda lectura, “Si aceptamos el testimonio humano, el
testimonio de Dios seguramente es mayor. Ahora ha testificado a favor de su hijo (1 Juan 5: 9).

El catecismo catdlico ensefia que el bautismo es un sacramento mediante el cual somos limpiados del pecado original;
nos convertimos en seguidores de Cristo, hijos de Dios y miembros de la Iglesia. Podemos preguntarnos, si el
bautismo nos limpia del pecado original, ;por qué, entonces, fue necesario que Jesus fuera bautizado aunque no tenia
pecado? Maximo de Turin explica: “Cristo es bautizado, no para que sea santificado en las aguas, sino para que ¢l
mismo santifique las aguas ... Porque cuando el Salvador es lavado, ya para nuestro bautismo toda el agua se limpia y
la fuente se purifica ... Cristo, por tanto, toma la delantera en el bautismo, para que los cristianos le sigan con
confianza ”. Somos bautizados en Cristo y nos convertimos en parte de Su cuerpo, la Iglesia, que nos exige la
obligacion de vivir como Cristo lo hizo en amor, compasion, perdon, abnegacion y verdad. Implica profundizar
nuestra relacion con “Nuestro Abba Padre” y abrazar al Espiritu Santo, el Espiritu de verdad.

So there are three that testify,

the Spirit, the water, and the blood,

and the three are of one accord.

If we accept human testimony,

the testimony of God is surely greater.

Now the testimony of God is this,

that he has testified on behalf of his Son.
