Erom the Eastor’s Desk

Dear Parish Family,

Strange as this may sound today’s reading suggest that God and Abraham had something in
common: both of them were prepared to give their sons. Abraham was ready to give up his son
Isaac, while God His only begotten Son Jesus Christ. We are God’s children by adoption. Today
also in the gospel, Christ is revealed through his transfiguration as the son of God. The only thing
that God demands from us 1s: “Listen to him!” If we listen to Christ, we shall be successful in our
journey with him this season.

In our first reading from Genesis, Abraham was put to test through what may have seemed an
unreasonable request of sacrificing Isaac who was the child of the promise, and Abraham would
have wondered how the promise was going to be fulfilled. But he was a man of faith and did not
ask or questioned, but he remained faithful to God. Abraham’s intention was to carry out God’s
command no matter how difficult it was. God did not require him to do anything that He Himself
would not yet do. In fact, the command to Abraham to offer his only son prefigures how God
would later offer his own son for our salvation. God prevented the sacrifice of Isaac because,
Abraham’s faith was firm but did not prevent His son Our Lord Jesus Christ from being sacrificed
on the cross.

What do we learn from Abraham today? The first is that he was attentive to the word of God and
obeyed God’s command. The second is his trust in God. The is third is, his generosity towards God.
This is a season to pause, and to ask God: “Please Lord, what must I do to make you happy? The
answer is simple. We must be ready to listen to God and, to do what he asks us to do as Abraham
did. Whatever demands God will ever make of us, will never come anywhere near his own sacrifice
of His Son, hence can we really refuse anything He asks of us? What is God asking of you in your
family, at work, among your friends, in your community and in this Parish or the Church?

Euthanasia, Physician Assisted Suicide, Mercy
Killing — no matter what you call it, it does not align
to the dignity of the human person. Or God’s Plan.
As God'’s design, and plan we believe life begins at
conception, and continues through to natural death.
And every life, has the right to dignity.

Euthanasia, Physician Assisted Suicide or Mercy
Killing are upcoming ‘trends’ in our disposable
society. These practices are to hasten an inevitable
death in adults. This is currently legal in ten
jurisdictions (including Montana which has no law
regarding this). What does the Catholic Church say
about it?

The Church teaches that the terminally ill have a ‘right to
die in total serenity with human and Christian dignity
(CDF Declaration on Euthanasia) *.

But that right to die, does not mean the right to
suicide. We believe that artificially delaying death
with no benefit to the patient is acceptable to cease.
For example, a person with pancreatic cancer, who

has no hope of recovery is a form of therapeutic

tyranny. To prolong a person’s life that can be
particularly exhausting, and painful for the patient, is
not allowing a death with dignity. In that form of
situation, the Church teaches we have moral
obligation of accepting death and allowing God’s
plan to take its natural course. Withholding foods or
liquid, comfort, and hygiene practices is not
affording the individual a dignified death. Ceasing
with chemotherapy when there is no hope for
recovery is accepted by the Church.

Life on this earth is the preparation for Life in the
hereafter. All must be allowed the opportunity to live
and die with the dignity God has graced us each with.

My Lord Jesus Christ, thank You for sustaining us
through every stage of life, until our final breath. We

ask you draw near to all who are experiencing pain,

serious disability, frailty or illness and for those who

care for them. May all who are considering thoughts

of ending their own lives turn to Your Mother’s care
and seek her intercession.

Eutanasia, suicidio asistido por un médico, asesinato por
piedad: no importa como lo llames, no se alinea con la
dignidad de la persona humana. O el plan de Dios.

La eutanasia, el suicidio asistido por un médico o el
asesinato por piedad son las "tendencias" que estan por
llegar en nuestra sociedad desechable. Estas practicas son
para acelerar la muerte inevitable de los adultos.
Actualmente, esto es legal en diez jurisdicciones (incluida
Montana, que no tiene ninguna ley al respecto). ;Qué dice
la Iglesia Catdlica al respecto?

La Iglesia ensefia que los enfermos terminales tienen
"derecho a morir en total serenidad con dignidad humana
y cristiana" (Declaracion de la FCD sobre la eutanasia) *.

Pero ese derecho a morir, no significa el derecho al
suicidio. Creemos que es aceptable dejar de retrasar
artificialmente la muerte sin beneficio para el paciente.
Por ejemplo, una persona con cancer de pancreas, que no
tiene esperanzas de recuperarse, es una forma de tirania
terapéutica. Prolongar la vida de una persona que puede
resultar particularmente agotadora y dolorosa para el
paciente es no permitir una muerte digna. En esa forma de
situacion, la Iglesia ensefia que tenemos la obligacion
moral de aceptar la muerte y permitir que el plan de Dios
siga su curso natural. Retener alimentos o liquidos,
comodidad e higiene no le otorga al individuo una muerte
digna. La Iglesia acepta el cese de la quimioterapia
cuando no hay esperanza de recuperacion.

La vida en esta tierra es la preparacion para la vida en el
mas alld. Todos deben tener la oportunidad de vivir y
morir con la dignidad con la que Dios nos ha agraciado.
