THIRD SUNDAY OF LENT

Reading I Ex 20:1-17

In those days, God delivered all these commandments: “I, the LORD, am your God,

who brought you out of the land of Egypt, that place of slavery. You shall not have other gods besides me.
You shall not carve idols for yourselves in the shape of anything in the sky above or on the earth below or in the
waters beneath the earth; you shall not bow down before them or worship them.

For I, the LORD, your God, am a jealous God, inflicting punishment for their fathers’ wickedness

on the children of those who hate me, down to the third and fourth generation;

but bestowing mercy down to the thousandth generation on the children of those who love me and keep my
commandments. “You shall not take the name of the LORD, your God, in vain.

For the LORD will not leave unpunished the one who takes his name in vain.

“Remember to keep holy the sabbath day. Six days you may labor and do all your work,

but the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD, your God. No work may be done then either by you, or your son or
daughter, or your male or female slave, or your beast, or by the alien who lives with you.

but on the seventh day he rested. That is why the LORD has blessed the sabbath day and made it holy.
“Honor your father and your mother, that you may have a long life in the land

which the LORD, your God, is giving you.

You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.

You shall not covet your neighbor’s house.

You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife,

nor his male or female slave, nor his ox or ass,

nor anything else that belongs to him.”

But he was speaking about the temple of his body. Therefore, when he was raised from the dead,
his disciples remembered that he had said this, and they came to believe the Scripture

and the word Jesus had spoken. While he was in Jerusalem for the feast of Passover,

many began to believe in his name

when they saw the signs he was doing.

But Jesus would not trust himself to them because he knew them all,

and did not need anyone to testify about human nature.

Primera Lectura Ex 20, 1-17

Porque
en seis dias hizo el Sefior ¢l cielo, la tierra, el mar y cuanto hay en ellos, pero el séptimo, descanso.
Por eso bendijo el Sefor el sdbado y lo santifico.

Honra a tu padre y a tu madre para que vivas largos afios en la tierra que el Sefior, tu Dios, te va a
dar. No mataras. No cometeras adulterio. No robarés. No daras falso testimonio contra tu projimo.
No codiciaras la casa de tu projimo, ni a su mujer, ni a su esclavo, ni a su esclava, ni su buey, ni su
burro, ni cosa alguna que le pertenezca”.
