From the Pastor’s Desk

This weekend we celebrate Good Shepherd’s Sunday. Jesus is the Good
Shepherd and Priests, doctors, administrators, parents and ministries
leaders are all called to emulate Him. Pope Francis celebrating Good
Shepherd Sunday last year on May 3rd commended the many Priests
and doctors who gave their lives caring for the spiritual and physical
well-being of others during this coronavirus pandemic. They are like
Jesus, the Good Shepherd, who laid down his life for his flock, Pope
Francis said.

Dear Parish Family,

Their death was “in an act of service” to victims of COVID-19 our
Pope said. To date almost a thousand Priests worldwide and more than
three thousand health workers just in the US gave up their lives caring
and ministering to those with Covid and contracting it themselves.
“May the example of these ‘shepherd-priests and shepherd-

doctors’ and health care workers help us to take care of God’s faithful
holy people,” he said. The pope began his homily by reflecting on the
Sunday Gospel reading from St. John, in which Christ not only presents
himself as the shepherd but also as “the gate for the sheep” because
“whoever enters through me will be saved.”

Pope St. John Paul II, an emulator of the good shepherd. The most beautiful and meaningful comment on the life and
the legacy of Pope John Paul II was made by the famous televangelist the late Billy Graham. In a TV Interview he said:
“He lived like his Master the Good Shepherd, and he died like his Master the Good Shepherd.” In today’s Gospel, Jesus
claims that he is the Good Shepherd and explains what he does for his sheep. The image of Jesus carrying the sheep is one
that most of us treasure because when we face crisis, we find it reassuring that Jesus is carrying us.

A good shepherd and the Ku Klux Klan: On June 22, 1996 at Ann Arbor, Michigan, the Ku Klux Klan held a rally at the
City Hall. They had a permit for the event, it was advertised in advance, and more than 300 demonstrators appeared to
protest the rally. One Klansman, who was wearing clothes displaying the Confederate flag, was attacked by a swarm of
demonstrators and pushed to the ground. Appalled, an 18-year-old African-American girl named Keisha Thomas threw
herself over the fallen man, shielding him with her own body from the kicks and punches. Keisha, when asked why she, a
black teenager, would risk injury to protect a man who was a white supremacist, said, “He’s still somebody’s child. I don’t
want people to remember my name, but I’d like them to remember I did the right thing.” The good Shepherd among us is
the person who does the right thing when faced with a dicey situation.
