From the Pastor’s Desk

Staff Pick from the 5th Sunday of Lent 2021
Dear Parish Family, I

Many people say they are “spiritual but not religious.” Generally,
they mean that they believe in a “higher power” without belonging
a church or adhering to dogmas. They claim to have respect for all
religions, picking from each the teachings that suit the “god of their
understanding.” For them, religion is not a communal reality, but a
personal, interior experience. This involves some cherry picking of
the elements of spirituality that is comfortable for without the
sacrifices that come with true faith. There is some truth in what
self-described spiritual people believe. Religion is a matter of the
heart and spirit. We all carry within us the ability to hear God’s
voice speaking to us through our consciences. Our hearts were
made to love God above all things. When we look within, we
already find a basic understanding of God and His plan for our
lives. God created us to be spiritual.

to

However, God is talking about something more than a natural desire or ability to know Him. Rather, this personal
relationship with Him is a gift. It is not ours through birth, but through baptism. God’s Spirit who writes this new
covenant in our heart, who speaks to our spirit about the ways of truth and love, is given to us through baptism and
faith. The Holy Spirit is not something we can receive just through personal reflection or meditation. We receive the
Holy Spirit when we become members of a community of faith. We receive the Holy Spirit by practicing religion.

Jesus gives us more insight into what it means to be genuinely spiritual in this Sunday’s gospel. The “hour” of Jesus’
death is near, so he takes the opportunity to instruct his disciples about what it means to be his follower. Jesus says,
“Unless a grain of wheat falls to the ground and dies, it remains just a grain of wheat; but if it dies, it produces much
fruit.” Just so, the spiritual person is willing to follow Jesus when it’s inconvenient, painful, and costly. The truly
spiritual person will follow Jesus even to the cross. The person with genuine insight into spiritual matters realizes that
Jesus cannot be separated from his cross nor can eternal life be separated from death to self.

Each of us is invited to a spiritual checkup during this Lenten Season to examine the state of one’s covenant with
God. God says, “I will place my law within them and write it upon their hearts; I will be their God, and they shall be
my people.” How does this apply to me? A finance company advertisement asks, “What is in your wallet?” The
question for me is, “What is within me?” “What is written upon my heart?” “Is the law God placed within me still
there or have I excreted it out?” “Is God’s law written upon my heart still there or have I erased i1t?”

The Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and
Blood of Christ

Reading I Ex 24:3-8

When Moses came to the people and related all the words
and ordinances of the LORD, they all answered with one
voice, "We will do everything that the LORD has told
us." Moses then wrote down all the words of the LORD
and, rising early the next day, he erected at the foot of the
mountain an altar and twelve pillars for the twelve tribes
of Israel.

Then, having sent certain young men of the Israelites

to offer holocausts and sacrifice young bulls

as peace offerings to the LORD, Moses took half of the
blood and put it in large bowls; the other half he splashed
on the altar. Taking the book of the covenant, he read it
aloud to the people, who answered, "All that the LORD
has said, we will heed and do." Then he took the blood
and sprinkled it on the people, saying, "This is the blood
of the covenant that the LORD has made with you

in accordance with all these words of his."

Reading II Heb 9:11-15

Brothers and sisters:

When Christ came as high priest

of the good things that have come to be,
passing through the greater and more perfect
Tabernacle not made by hands, that is, not
belonging to this creation,

he entered once for all into the sanctuary,

not with the blood of goats and calves

but with his own blood, thus obtaining eternal
redemption. For if the blood of goats and bulls
and the sprinkling of a heifer's ashes

can sanctify those who are defiled

so that their flesh is cleansed,

how much more will the blood of Christ,

who through the eternal Spirit offered himself
unblemished to God, cleanse our consciences
from dead works to worship the living God.
For this reason he is mediator of a new covenant:
since a death has taken place for deliverance
from transgressions under the first covenant,
those who are called may receive the promised
eternal inheritance.

Gospel Mk 14:12-16, 22-26

On the first day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread,

when they sacrificed the Passover lamb, Jesus’ disciples
said to him, "Where do you want us to go and prepare for
you to eat the Passover?" He sent two of his disciples and
said to them, "Go into the city and a man will meet you,
carrying a jar of water. Follow him. Wherever he enters,
say to the master of the house, 'The Teacher says, "Where
is my guest room where I may eat the Passover with my
disciples?"' Then he will show you a large upper room
furnished and ready. Make the preparations for us there."
The disciples then went off, entered the city, and found it
just as he had told them; and they prepared the Passover.
While they were eating, he took bread, said the blessing,
broke it, gave it to them, and said, "Take it; this is my
body." Then he took a cup, gave thanks, and gave it to
them, and they all drank from it. He said to them,

"This is my blood of the covenant, which will be shed for
many. Amen, I say to you, I shall not drink again the fruit
of the vine until the day when I drink it new in the
kingdom of God." Then, after singing a hymn,

they went out to the Mount of Olives.

Segunda Lectura Heb 9, 11-15

Hermanos: Cuando Cristo se presentd como sumo
sacerdote que nos obtiene los bienes definitivos, penetrd
una sola vez y para siempre en el “lugar santisimo”, a
través de una tienda, que no estaba hecha por mano de
hombres, ni pertenecia a esta creacion. No llevo consigo
sangre de animales, sino su propia sangre, con la cual nos
obtuvo una redencion eterna.

Porque si la sangre de los machos cabrios y de los
becerros y las cenizas de una ternera, cuando se esparcian
sobre los impuros, eran capaces de conferir a los israelitas
una pureza legal, meramente exterior, jcuanto mas la
sangre de Cristo purificard nuestra conciencia de todo
pecado, a fin de que demos culto al Dios vivo, ya que a
impulsos del Espiritu Santo, se ofrecid a si mismo como
sacrificio inmaculado a Dios, y asi podra purificar nuestra
conciencia de las obras que conducen a la muerte, para
servir al Dios vivo!

Por eso, Cristo es ¢l mediador de una alianza nueva. Con
su muerte hizo que fueran perdonados los delitos
cometidos durante la antigua alianza, para que los
llamados por Dios pudieran recibir la herencia eterna que
¢l les habia prometido.

Evangelio Mc 14, 12-16. 22-26

El primer dia de la fiesta de los panes Azimos, cuando se
sacrificaba el cordero pascual, le preguntaron a Jesls sus
discipulos: “¢Donde quieres que vayamos a prepararte la
cena de Pascua?” El les dijo a dos de ellos: “Vayan a la
ciudad.

Los
discipulos se fueron, llegaron a la ciudad, encontraron lo
que Jesus les habia dicho y prepararon la cena de Pascua.
Mientras cenaban, Jeslis tomo un pan, pronuncio la
bendicion, lo partié y se lo dio a sus discipulos, diciendo:
“Tomen: esto es mi cuerpo”. Y tomando en sus manos
una copa de vino, pronuncio la accion de gracias, se la
dio, todos bebieron y les dijo: “Esta es mi sangre, sangre
de la alianza, que se derrama por todos. Yo les aseguro
que no volveré a beber del fruto de la vid hasta el dia en
que beba el vino nuevo en el Reino de Dios™.

Después de cantar el himno, salieron hacia el monte de
los Olivos.
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
