From the Pastor’s Desk

Dear Parish Family,

The meaning of the Assumption is that of a culmination, and a new beginning.
With the Assumption, the promises of the Lord were fulfilled for Mary, and as
always, beyond all expectation. The Lord Jesus Christ did not allow His beloved
mother to taste corruption. She did die, but Her glorification in body and soul
resulted from divine graciousness and gracefulness. But it also came, so to
speak, as the logical conclusion of her vocation on earth and the way she lived
it. Her divine motherhood is in perfect harmony with her Assumption, as are her
Immaculate Conception and perpetual virginity, both called for by her vocation
as God-bearer. How could the body of her in whom "the Word was made flesh"
to save the flesh have known the corruption of the grave? Or the body of her x
who totally escaped the power of sin? And the body of her who, by her virginal T
consecration, belonged to her Son and His mission in a perfect and exclusive
way?

St. Elizabeth’s words to Mary at the Visitation illustrate the faithful response to
God’s promises and the markings of true faith. She says of Mary, “Blessed are
you who believed that what was spoken to you by the Lord would be fulfilled.”
Words Jesus will echo in his exchange with Thomas 30-plus years later, when
He said to Thomas “you believe because you can see me, blessed are those who
have not seen but yet believe .

Mary believed in God’s promise of a Messiah before experiencing the miraculous Resurrection. She is truly blessed by not
needing physical evidence in order to accept the truth. She trusted in the prophecies, in the promises of God, recognizing He is
our ultimate salvation. Mary did not allow any obstacles to hinder her faith, and for that, she was blessed and rejoiced.

How easily we can falter to believe, looking for signs and wonders as caveats of believing. Obstacles against seeing and
accepting the truth of God’s promises fulfilled can mount daily if we fail to view the world with the eyes of a heart willing to see
God at work and embrace Jesus’ glorious victory over sin, death, and the trouble of this world.

Mary allowed grace to fill every ounce of her being, strengthening her to give a daily “yes’ to follow and believe. Before Jesus
even explained to the disciples that the work of God is to believe in the One sent by God, Mary believed. As she stood before
Elizabeth with the Fulfillment incubating within her, her Magnificat’s bursts forth, “My soul proclaims the greatness of the
Lord; my spirit rejoices in God my Savior.”

We receive the same promises through the Eucharist; we see these Mysteries unfold with Jesus literally within us every time we
receive the Eucharist. The grace that filled every ounce of Mary’s being is available to us abundantly; we merely need to ask,
accept, and cooperate with it. “Ask, and it will be given you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to

you” (Matthew 7:7). What keeps us from asking? Although credited as doubting, Jesus did not withhold from St. Thomas what
he asked for to help him believe. But blessed those who take the deeper part of faith.

Assumption enables Mary even now to live her blessedness in the fullness of her glorified humanity. And it does not mark the
end of "service." On the contrary, her service could now assume its universal dimensions: "Taken up to heaven"--as Vatican II
reminds us--"she did not lay aside her salvific duty ... By her maternal love she cares for the brethren of her son who still
journey on earth." (Lumen Gentium 62) Yes, Mary is now in a position to exercise fully her "motherhood in the order of grace,"
without interruption until the eternal fulfillment of all the elect (LG 62). And it is not immaterial, here as always, that Mary's
maternal love for us engages not only her soul but also all the powers of her human nature lifted up to glory.

Desde el escritorio del pastor

Querida familia parroquial,

El significado de la Asuncion es el de una culminacion y un nuevo
comienzo. Con la Asuncidn, las promesas del Sefior se cumplieron para
Maria, y como siempre, mas alla de toda expectativa. El Sefior Jesucristo
permiti6é que su amada madre probara la corrupcion. Ella murio, pero Su
glorificacion en cuerpo y alma resulto de la gracia y gracia divinas. Pero
también llego, por asi decirlo, como la conclusion ldgica de su vocacion
la tierra y de la forma en que la vivio. Su maternidad divina esta en
perfecta armonia con su Asuncion, al igual que su Inmaculada
Concepcidn y su virginidad perpetua, ambas llamadas por su vocacion
portadora de Dios. ;Como pudo el cuerpo de aquella en quien "el Verbo
hizo carne" para salvar la carne haber conocido la corrupcion del
sepulcro? ;O el cuerpo de ella que escapd totalmente del poder del
pecado? ;Y el cuerpo de ella que, por su consagracion virginal,
pertenecio a su Hijo y su mision de manera perfecta y exclusiva?

Las palabras de Santa Isabel a Maria en la Visitacion ilustran la fiel
respuesta a las promesas de Dios y las sefiales de la verdadera fe. Ella
dice de Maria: "Bienaventurada ti que creias que se cumpliria lo que te
habia dicho el Sefior". Palabras que Jesus hara eco en su intercambio con
Tomas mas de 30 afios después, cuando le dijo a Tomas “t0 crees porque
puedes verme, bienaventurados los que no han visto, pero creen”.

Maria creyo en la promesa de Dios de un Mesias antes de experimentar
milagrosa resurreccion. Ella esta verdaderamente bendecida por no necesitar evidencia fisica para aceptar la verdad. Ella confio
en las profecias, en las promesas de Dios, reconociendo que El es nuestra maxima salvacion. Maria no permitié que ningin
obstaculo obstaculizara su fe, y por eso fue bendecida y regocijada.

Con qué facilidad podemos vacilar para creer, buscando sefiales y maravillas como advertencias para creer. Los obstaculos para
ver y aceptar la verdad de las promesas de Dios cumplidas pueden aumentar diariamente si no vemos el mundo con los ojos de un
corazon dispuesto a ver a Dios obrando y abrazar la gloriosa victoria de Jesus sobre el pecado, la muerte y los problemas de este
mundo.

Maria permiti6 que la gracia llenara cada gramo de su ser, fortaleciéndola para dar un "si" diario para seguir y creer. Antes
incluso de que Jesus les explicara a los discipulos que la obra de Dios es creer en el enviado de Dios, Maria creyo. Al estar de pie
ante Isabel con la Realizacion incubando dentro de ella, estalla su Magnificat: “Mi alma proclama la grandeza del Sefior; mi
espiritu se regocija en Dios mi Salvador .

Recibimos las mismas promesas a través de la Eucaristia; vemos que estos Misterios se desarrollan con Jesus literalmente dentro
de nosotros cada vez que recibimos la Eucaristia. La gracia que llen6 cada gramo del ser de Maria esta disponible para nosotros
en abundancia; simplemente necesitamos pedirlo, aceptarlo y cooperar con él. “Pide y se te dara; Busca y encontraras; llama, y se
te abrira ”’(Mateo 7: 7). ;[ Qué nos impide preguntar? Aunque se le atribuye dudar, Jests no le negd a Santo Tomas lo que pidio
para ayudarlo a creer. Pero benditos aquellos que toman la parte mas profunda de la fe.

La Asuncion permite a Maria incluso ahora vivir su bienaventuranza en la plenitud de su humanidad glorificada. Y no marca el
final del "servicio". Por el contrario, su servicio podria asumir ahora sus dimensiones universales: "Subida al cielo" - como nos
recuerda el Vaticano II - "no dejo a un lado su deber salvifico ... Por su amor maternal se preocupa por los hermanos de su hijo
que todavia viaja por la tierra ". (Lumen gentium 62) Si, Maria esta ahora en condiciones de ejercer plenamente su "maternidad
en el orden de la gracia", sin interrupcion hasta el cumplimiento eterno de todos los elegidos (LG 62). Y no es indiferente, aqui
como siempre, que el amor maternal de Maria por nosotros compromete no sélo su alma, sino también todos los poderes de su

naturaleza humana elevados a la gloria.
