From the Pastor’s Desk

My Dear Brothers and Sisters,

This weekend we are praying for all the parishioners of St.
Mary Mother of God, Sylva and our families as we celebrate
our Welcome Back party outdoors after the 11:30 am Mass.
Please you are all welcome to join us in lunch and desserts.
We continue to thank God for having carried us on eagle’s
wings from the beginning of the Covid 19 pandemic through
our return to in-person sacramental celebrations to now. We
continue to place ourselves under His protective mercy and
the mantle of Mary the Mother of God and our Blessed
Mother also. She who is full of grace continues to intercede
for all of us.

In the first reading, God took some of the spirit that was on
Moses and bestowed on sixty-eight elders who were
gathered, and they prophesied. Two elders, Eldad and Medad
“were not in the gathering but had been left in the camp....
Yet, the spirit came upon them also, and they prophesied in
the camp” (Numbers 11:24-26). Joshua objected, “Moses,
my Lord, stop them.” Moses refused and replied, “Are you
jealous for my sake? Would that all the people of the Lord
were prophets! Would that the Lord might bestow his spirit on them all” (Numbers 11:27-29).

In the gospel, John said to Jesus, “Teacher, we saw someone driving out demons in your name, and we tried to prevent

him because he does not follow us.” Jesus replied, “Do not prevent him...” Unfortunately, there are ‘Joshuas’ and
‘Johns’ almost everywhere who hold on to philosophies of exclusivity and entitlement. They insist and deny that those
who do not belong to them or belong to their group have equal rights and privileges. These attitudes are ungodly.

Also, God can choose anyone according to his good purpose. If God chooses someone I do not like, or choses my enemy,
or someone outside my group for his good purpose, then, so be it. It is what it is, according to God’s plan and reach
which we cannot fathom or limit. I must not go to every possible extent and use every possible weapon or means to stop
God’s plan. Let us not have a discouraging or jealous spirit that tries to stifle God’s plan in others because we feel they
do not deserve it. In 1 Thessalonians 5:19-22 St. Paul writes, “Do not quench the Holy Spirit. Do not despise prophetic
utterances.” The Holy Spirit blows wherever He wills and uses whoever He wishes to use (John 3:8), be it in another
family, denomination, religion, ethnic group, race, political party or ideology. The Holy Spirit can make use of the most
unlikely of candidates.
