From the Pastor’s Desk

My Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Today is World Mission Sunday. It is a day that has much
significance for me since my childhood. I do remember on
Mission Sunday 1977, as a four-year-old kid, my parents who
were members of the Sacred Heart Jesus join other members of
the Society, which has invested a lot in the Missionary Society of
St. Paul. They all attended the ceremony in which the Catholic
Bishop’s Conference of Nigeria established the Missionary
Society of St. Paul. Twenty-five years later on Mission Sunday
weekend, October 19, 2002, I was ordained to the Priesthood with
eight other brothers to celebrate the Missionary Society of St.
Paul’s Silver Jubilee. As I celebrate my Priestly anniversary on
Tuesday and this weekend, I thank God for the 19 years of
working in His Vineyard, unworthy and undeserving as I am. I
invite us all to reflect about the mission mandate of the Catholic
Church and rededicate ourselves to Christ’s missionary call.

On this World Mission Sunday, we celebrate the Catholic
Church’s obedience to Jesus’ commands:
“Go into the whole world and proclaim the gospel to every
creature” (Mark 16:15).
“Cure the sick, raise the dead, cleanse lepers, drive out demons.”
“Without cost you have received; without cost you are to give” (Matthew 10:8).
“Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations” (Matthew 28:19).
“Feed the hungry, give drink to the thirsty, welcome strangers, clothe the naked, and visit the sick and prisoners
(Matthew 25:35-40).
Jesus assures us, “And behold, I am with you always, until the end of the age” (Matthew 28:20).

The Catholic Church is in almost every part of the world carrying out Jesus’ commands. The Vatican II document, The Decree
on the Missionary Activity of the Church says, “The pilgrim Church is missionary by her very nature, since it is from the
mission of the Son and the mission of the Holy Spirit that she draws her origin, in accordance with the decree of God the
Father” (Ad Gentes, 2).

The Church is on mission in many difficult parts of the world where Christians are persecuted, where people are very
impoverished, where people need education, and where people need medical care. We have the responsibility, not only to
pray for the mission of the Church in the difficult parts of the world, but also to support the mission with financial help. That
is the essence of today’s second collection. We have the responsibility to support the less privileged in the other parts of the
world. The Missionary Society of St. Paul of Nigeria has a saying, “Some give to the missions by going; some go to the
missions by giving.” Based on this statement, we are all missionaries.

Pope Francis in his message for World Mission Day, 2021, writes, ... In these days of pandemic, when there is a temptation
to disguise and justify indifference and apathy in the name of healthy social distancing, there is urgent need for the mission
of compassion, which can make that necessary distancing an opportunity for encounter, care and promotion. ...The theme of
this year’s World Mission Day — ‘We cannot but speak about what we have seen and heard’ (Acts 4:20), is a summons to each
of us to ‘own’ and to bring to others what we bear in our hearts.” I encourage us all in our generosity to support the Church
through this second collection which is given to the Office for the Propagation of Faith.

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas:

Hoy es el Domingo Mundial de las Misiones. Es un dia que tiene mucho
significado para mi desde mi nifiez. Recuerdo que el Domingo de las
Misiones de 1977, cuando tenia cuatro afios, mis padres, que eran
miembros del Sagrado Corazén de Jesus, se unieron a otros miembros
de la Sociedad, que ha invertido mucho en la Sociedad Misionera de San
Pablo. Todos asistieron a la ceremonia en la que la Conferencia de
Obispos Catolicos de Nigeria estableci6 la Sociedad Misionera de St.
Paul. Veinticinco afios después, el fin de semana del Domingo de las
Misiones, el 19 de octubre de 2002, fui ordenado al sacerdocio con otros
ocho hermanos para celebrar el Jubileo de Plata de la Sociedad Misionera
de San Pablo. Al celebrar mi aniversario sacerdotal el martes y este fin
de semana, agradezco a Dios por los 19 afos de trabajo en Su viiiedo,
indigno e indigno como soy. Los invito a todos a reflexionar sobre el
mandato misionero de la Iglesia Catdlica y a volver a dedicarnos al
llamado misionero de Cristo.

En este Domingo Mundial de las Misiones, celebramos la obediencia de
la Iglesia Catolica a los mandamientos de Jests:
“Id por todo el mundo y proclamad el evangelio a toda criatura” (Marcos 16:15).
"Cura a los enfermos, resucita a los muertos, limpia los leprosos, expulsa los demonios". “Sin costo has recibido; daras
gratuitamente ~’(Mateo 10: 8).
“Id, pues, y haced discipulos a todas las naciones” (Mateo 28:19).
“Alimenta al hambriento, da de beber al sediento, recibe a los extrafos, viste al desnudo y visita a los enfermos y presos
(Mateo 25: 35-40).
JestUs nos asegura: “Y he aqui, yo estoy con vosotros siempre, hasta el fin de los tiempos” (Mateo 28:20).

La Iglesia Catolica esta en casi todas partes del mundo cumpliendo los mandamientos de Jesus. El documento del Vaticano
I, El Decreto sobre la actividad misionera de la Iglesia dice: “La Iglesia peregrina es misionera por su propia naturaleza, ya
que es de la mision del Hijo y de la mision del Espiritu Santo de donde se origina, en segun el decreto de Dios Padre ”(Ad
Gentes, 2).

Tenemos la responsabilidad de apoyar a los menos privilegiados en otras
partes del mundo. La Sociedad Misionera de San Pablo de Nigeria tiene un dicho: “Algunos dan a las misiones yendo; algunos
van a las misiones dando ". Segin esta declaracion, todos somos misioneros.

El Papa Francisco en su mensaje para la Jornada Mundial de las Misiones 2021, escribe: “... En estos dias de pandemia,
cuando existe la tentacion de disfrazar y justificar la indiferencia y la apatia en nombre de un distanciamiento social saludable,
existe una necesidad urgente de la mision de la compasion, que puede hacer de ese necesario distanciamiento una oportunidad
de encuentro, cuidado y promocion. ... El tema de la Jornada Mundial de las Misiones de este afio - 'No podemos dejar de
hablar de lo que hemos visto y oido' (Hechos 4:20), es un llamado a cada uno de nosotros a 'poseer' y llevar a los demas lo
que llevamos en nuestros corazones."
