From the Pastor’s Desk

Happy New Year!

This weekend we begin a new liturgical year of the Church,
Year C. The liturgical year begins with the Season of Advent.
The season of Advent is meant to prepare us the celebration of
the first coming of the Son of God our Lord Jesus Christ into
our world. That was when the “ Word became flesh and dwelt
among us.” (John 1:14) Today also reminds us of another
coming of Christ: His second coming, and we are reminded to
prepare for that also. This preparation and readiness involves
reflection, penance and renewal. These help us to live lives of
true discipleship.

Many churches are decorated with the Advent wreath from this
first Sunday of Advent. The Advent wreath is a Christian
custom which is said to have originated among German
Lutherans in the 16th century. Later, German Catholics adopted
the custom, and from Germany the custom spread to North
America and other parts of the world.

The meaning of Advent wreath: The circle symbolizes God’s infinite love. A green wreath symbolizes hope of
eternal life brought by Jesus Christ. The four candles represent the four weeks of Advent. Candle light symbolizes
the light of God coming into the world through the birth of Jesus Christ. The 1t candle, purple in color, symbolizes
hope. The 2" candle, purple in color, symbolizes peace. The 3" candle, pink in color, symbolizes joy. The 4™
candle, purple in color, symbolizes love. The color purple symbolizes the penitential spirit of Advent season. Some
Advent wreaths have a 5th candle, white in color, in the middle of the wreath called the Christ candle, which
symbolizes the birth of Christ.

El significado de la corona de Adviento: el circulo simboliza el amor infinito de Dios. Una corona verde simboliza
la esperanza de la vida eterna traida por Jesucristo. Las cuatro velas representan las cuatro semanas de Adviento.
La luz de las velas simboliza la luz de Dios que viene al mundo a través del nacimiento de Jesucristo. La primera
vela, de color purpura, simboliza la esperanza. La segunda vela, de color purpura, simboliza la paz. La tercera vela,
de color rosa, simboliza la alegria. La cuarta vela, de color purpura, simboliza el amor. El color violeta simboliza
el espiritu penitencial del tiempo de Adviento. Algunas coronas de Adviento tienen una quinta vela, de color blanco,
en el medio de la corona llamada vela de Cristo, que simboliza el nacimiento de Cristo.

Respect Life News

On December 1st, the US Supreme Court will hear oral arguments regarding a Mississippi law
limiting abortion after 15 weeks of gestation. This is a direct challenge to Roe vs. Wade and
enables states to provide legal protection for the unborn.

Please wear a White Rose (a pin, patch, or sticker).
When people ask you about it, respectfully tell them:
“The US Supreme Court is hearing a case today involving the right to life of the unborn. I am
wearing this rose because I want our country to protect the right to life of every human being
beginning at conception.”

Since we won’t have Mass on December 1, please say a rosary to support this endeavor.
