God is Forgiving, Gracious and Merciful

This is the last Sunday before Lent. This Wednesday we celebrate
Ash Wednesday, the first day of Lent, occurring six and a half
weeks before Easter. Ash Wednesday is a solemn reminder of our
human mortality and the need for reconciliation with God. The
season of Lent calls us again and again to prayer, fasting and
charity. In line with the call to charity, the DSA in-pew pledge
appeal continues this weekend and as Pastor, | invite you
(including myself ) to make a pledge, give a check, online giving
or scan the code with your phone to support the Diocesan Support
Appeal this year. At each Mass this week a parishioner will speak
to us after communion about their experience of the DSA and its
impact. May God always reward your generosity. The ashes used
on Ash Wednesday are from the burnt palms of last year’s Palm
Sunday. This ash is symbolic of our penitence, mortality, and
grief for the many ways we have sinned.

return” or the words of Mark 1:15 “repent and believe in the gospel.” This reminds us of our nothingness and dependency on
God, to evoke a sense of humility that our lives are only meaningful when they find meaning in God.

Firstly, the ashes symbolize that we are all made from dust
(Genesis 2:7). For this reason, the priest while sprinkling ashes
on the foreheads of the members, will proclaim either the words
of Genesis 3:19 “remember you are dust and unto dust, you shall

Secondly, the ashes symbolize the grief, penance and contrition for our sins that cause our division from God. When Jonah
prophesied to the Ninevites about their sinfulness and God’s call to repentance lest they be destroyed, they all put on sackcloth
and ashes and they fasted. This was the sign of their repentance to God, and God had pity upon them and forgave them (Jonah
3). Therefore, these Lenten symbolisms help us develop the spirit of humility and sacrifice and remind us that God is forgiving
and gracious to those who seek his mercy always and especially during the Lenten season.

The readings this Sunday invite us to proceed into the Lenten season with a contrite heart. And as the bulletin insert last week
and posters in the Narthex say, "Make it your best Lent ever”. The heart is described as the center of vitality of our spiritual
and physical body. What is stored in the heart pilots our spiritual and physical behavior. The first reading says, “The fruit of
a tree shows the care it has had; so too does one’s speech disclose the bent of one’s mind” (Sirach 27:6). Jesus says in today’s
gospel, “A good person out of the store of goodness in his heart produces good, but an evil person out of store of evil produces
evil; from the fullness of the heart the mouth speaks” (Luke 6:45). Therefore, what we feed the heart with and what we store
in our heart matters. What we feed our heart with and what we store in our heart reflect not only in what our mouth speaks
but also in our behavior. That is why St. Paul instructs us to fill our hearts with whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever
is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, and whatever admirable, excellent, and praiseworthy (Philippians 4:8).

Dios es Indulgente, Clemente y Misericordioso

Este es el tltimo domingo antes de la Cuaresma. Este miércoles celebramos
el Miércoles de Ceniza, el primer dia de Cuaresma, que ocurre seis semanas
y media antes de Pascua. El Miércoles de Ceniza es un solemne recordatorio
de nuestra mortalidad humana y la necesidad de reconciliarnos con Dios. El
tiempo de Cuaresma nos llama una y otra vez a la oracion, al ayuno ya la
caridad. En linea con el llamado a la caridad, la apelacién de compromiso
en las bancas de DSA continua este fin de semana y como pastor, lo invito
(incluyéndome a mi) a hacer un compromiso, dar un cheque, donar en linea
o escanear el codigo con su teléfono para apoyar el Llamado de apoyo
diocesano este ano. En cada misa de esta semana, un feligrés nos hablara
después de la comunion sobre su experiencia con DSA y su impacto. Que
Dios siempre recompense su generosidad. Las cenizas utilizadas el
Miércoles de Ceniza son de las palmas quemadas del Domingo de Ramos
del afio pasado. Esta ceniza es un simbolo de nuestra penitencia, mortalidad
y dolor por las muchas formas en que hemos pecado.

En primer lugar, las cenizas simbolizan que todos estamos hechos de polvo
(Génesis 2:7). Por esta razon, el sacerdote mientras rocia la ceniza sobre la frente de los miembros, proclamara las palabras
de Génesis 3:19 “recuerda que eres polvo y en polvo volveras” o las palabras de Marcos 1:15 “arrepentios y creer en el
evangelio”. Esto nos recuerda nuestra nada y dependencia de Dios, para evocar un sentido de humildad de que nuestras vidas
solo tienen sentido cuando encuentran sentido en Dios.

En segundo lugar, las cenizas simbolizan el dolor, la penitencia y la contricion por nuestros pecados que causan nuestra
separacion de Dios. Cuando Jonas profetizé a los ninivitas acerca de su pecaminosidad y el llamado de Dios al arrepentimiento
para que no fueran destruidos, todos se vistieron de cilicio y ceniza y ayunaron. Esta fue la sefial de su arrepentimiento a Dios,
y Dios tuvo piedad de ellos y los perdoné (Jonds 3). Por lo tanto, estos simbolismos cuaresmales nos ayudan a desarrollar el
espiritu de humildad y sacrificio y nos recuerdan que Dios es misericordioso y misericordioso con aquellos que buscan su
misericordia siempre y especialmente durante la temporada de Cuaresma.

Las lecturas de este domingo nos invitan a entrar en el tiempo de Cuaresma con un corazon contrito. Y como el inserto del
boletin la semana pasada y los carteles en el Nartex dicen: "Haz que sea la mejor Cuaresma de tu vida". El corazon se describe
como el centro de vitalidad de nuestro cuerpo espiritual y fisico. Lo que esta almacenado en el corazon dirige nuestro cuerpo
espiritual y fisico La primera lectura dice: “El fruto del arbol muestra el cuidado que se le ha puesto, asi también la palabra
revela la inclinacion de la mente” (Eclesiastico 27:6).Jesus dice en el evangelio de hoy: “Una buena persona del deposito del
bien en su corazon produce el bien, pero el malo del depésito del mal produce el mal; de la plenitud del corazén habla la boca”
(Lucas 6:45). que guardamos en nuestro corazon es importante. Lo que alimentamos nuestro corazéon y lo que guardamos en
nuestro corazon se refleja no solo en lo que nuestra boca habla sino también en nuestro comportamiento. Por eso San Pablo
nos instruye a llenar nuestro corazén con lo que sea verdadero. , todo lo que es noble, todo lo que es correcto, todo lo que es
puro, todo lo que es amable, y todo lo admirable e, excelente y digno de alabanza (Filipenses 4:8).
