From the Pastor’s Desk

Through Tempatation We Make Progress

Since the fall of our first parents in the original sin,
temptations have become a regular feature of human life.
Everyone faces temptations because the devil does not want
us to have a good relationship with God. He is, as the Book
of Revelations describes, the accuser of our brethren who
comes up with all kinds of temptations to draw us away from
God, and then accuses us of those sins. The gospel story of
the temptation of Jesus by the devil shows us some of the
subtle ways the devil tempts us. The first temptation shows
us that the devil tempts through our needs. This temptation
shows how the devil tempts us to get what we want through
improper means (turn stone to bread). The second temptation
shows us that the devil tempts us to worship the things of this
world and derive power and fame from them rather than from
God (“I shall give you all this power and glory; for it has
been handed over to me, and I give it to whomever [ wish”).
The third temptation shows how the devil tempts us to
engage in harmful and dangerous ambitious activities and
expecting God to save us (throw yourself down from the pinnacle of the temple and expecting angels to catch you).

The three temptations can be summarized as ungodly quest for wealth, power, and miracle. Jesus teaches us that
when we put God aside and pursue wealth, power, and miracle, we become tools of the devil.

If the devil tempted Jesus who is God, he will tempt us more who are mere human beings. In the Book of Job “The
Lord said to Satan, “Where have you been?’” Then the Satan answered ... ‘Roaming the earth and patrolling it™”’
(Job 2:2). Therefore 1 John 5:19 warns, “We know that we are children of God, [but] the whole world is under the
control [constant attack] of the evil one.” 1 Peter 5:8-9 also warns, “Be alert and of sober mind. Your enemy the
devil prowls around like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour. Resist him, standing firm in the faith...” St.
Augustine encourages us where he writes, “Our pilgrim life here on earth cannot be without temptation, for it is
through temptation that we make progress, and it is only by being tempted that we come to know ourselves," and
develop ways, aided by God's grace, to avoid occasions of sins and overcome the temptations as Our Lord Jesus
Christ did.

Finally, our prayers for peace go out for the people and country of Ukraine: That God intervenes against the evil
shown by "might is right" and bring peace and an end to war the war in Ukraine. Pope Francis, the US Bishops and
Bishop Jugis have called for prayers for Ukraine starting this last Ash Wednesday and throughout Lent.

A Traves de la Tentacion Avanzamos

Desde la caida de nuestros primeros padres en el pecado original, las
tentaciones se han convertido en un rasgo habitual de la vida humana.
Todos enfrentamos tentaciones porque el diablo no quiere que
tengamos una buena relacion con Dios. El es, como describe el Libro
de las Revelaciones, el acusador de nuestros hermanos que viene con
todo tipo de tentaciones para alejarnos de Dios, y luego nos acusa de
esos pecados. La historia del evangelio de la tentacion de Jesus por el
diablo nos muestra algunas de las formas sutiles en que el diablo nos
tienta. La primera tentacién nos muestra que el diablo tienta a través
de nuestras necesidades. Esta tentaciéon muestra como el diablo nos
tienta para obtener lo que queremos a través de medios inadecuados
(convertir la piedra en pan). La segunda tentacion nos muestra que el
diablo nos tienta a adorar las cosas de este mundo y derivar el poder
y la fama de ellas en lugar de Dios ("Os daré todo este poder y gloria;
porque a mi me ha sido entregado, y se lo doy a quien yo quiero”).
La tercera tentacion muestra como el diablo nos tienta a
involucrarnos en actividades ambiciosas dafiinas y peligrosas y
esperando que Dios nos salve (arrojarse desde el pinaculo del templo y esperar que los dngeles lo atrapen).

Las tres tentaciones se pueden resumir como una busqueda impia de riqueza, poder y milagros. Jestis nos ensefia que
cuando dejamos de lado a Dios y buscamos la riqueza, el poder y los milagros, nos convertimos en herramientas del
diablo.

Si el diablo tent6 a Jesus que es Dios, mas nos tentara a nosotros que somos simples seres humanos. En el Libro de Job
“Jehova dijo a Satanas: ';Doénde has estado?' Entonces Satanas respondio... 'Recorriendo la tierra y recorriéndola”™ (Job
2:2). Por lo tanto, 1 Juan 5:19 advierte: “Sabemos que somos hijos de Dios, [pero] el mundo entero esta bajo el control
[ataque constante] del maligno”. 1 Pedro 5:8-9 también advierte: “Estén alerta y sobrios. Vuestro enemigo el diablo
ronda como ledn rugiente buscando a quien devorar. Resistidle, manteniéndoos firmes en la fe...” San Agustin nos anima
cuando escribe: “Nuestra vida peregrina aqui en la tierra no puede estar exenta de tentaciones, porque es a través de la
tentaciéon que progresamos, y solo siendo tentados podemos llegar a conocernos a nosotros mismos", y desarrollar
caminos, ayudados por la gracia de Dios, para evitar ocasiones de pecado y vencer las tentaciones como lo hizo Nuestro
Sefior Jesucristo.

Finalmente, nuestras oraciones por la paz estan con el pueblo y el pais de Ucrania: Que Dios intervenga contra el mal
mostrado por "el poder es correcto" y traiga la paz y el fin de la guerra en Ucrania. El Papa Francisco, los obispos de
EE. UU. y el obispo Jugis han pedido oraciones por Ucrania a partir de este ultimo Miércoles de Ceniza y durante toda
la Cuaresma.
