From the Pastor’s Desk

Pain Ends in Gain

Today is the sixth and last Sunday of Lent called Palm Sunday of the
Passion of the Lord. It commemorates the triumphal entry of Jesus into
Jerusalem days before he was crucified. Palm Sunday marks the beginning
of Holy Week. The passion narrative from the Gospel of Luke invites us to
participate step by step in the passion journey of Jesus Christ. Beginning
with Palm Sunday today, we will celebrate the first Mass at the Last Supper
on Holy Thursday, the suffering and death of Jesus Christ on Good Friday
and His Resurrection at the Easter Vigil and on Sunday.

At the time of Jesus, Israel was governed by the Romans. Jesus’ disciples
were convinced that Jesus was a political messiah who would lead a
rebellion against the Roman colonial rule and drive out the Romans. For
that reason, on arriving in Jerusalem to celebrate the Passover, he was given
a rousing and heroic welcome. We read in today’s gospel, “As he rode
along, the people were spreading their cloaks on the road; and as he was
approaching the slope of the Mount of Olives, the whole multitude of his
disciples began to praise God aloud with joy for all the mighty deeds they
had seen. They proclaimed: ‘Blessed is the king who comes in the name of the Lord. Peace in heaven and glory in the highest
(Luke 19:36-38).

John’s Gospel is specific about palm branches: “They took palm branches and went out to meet him, shouting, ‘Hosanna!’
‘Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!” ‘Blessed is the king of Israel!"” (John 12:13). The tradition of blessing of
palms and the name ‘Palm Sunday’ are based on John’s Gospel. Waving of palm branches is an expression of victory.
‘Hosanna’ is an Aramaic word which means, “save us now.” Blessed palms are not to be thrown around or discarded as trash.
They are kept reverently until next year when they are returned to the church to be burned to become the ash that is put on
our foreheads on Ash Wednesday.

I don’t think that the people would have given Jesus such a rousing and heroic welcome if they knew he was not a political
messiah. A few days later, the same crowd shouted, “Crucify him! Crucify him!” I guess that the people were frustrated and
disappointed that Jesus did not fulfill their expectation. If Jesus had overthrown the Roman leadership, everyone would have
stood behind him. He would not have been crucified. Do we behave like the crowd? Do we get very disappointed, frustrated,
and upset when our expectations are not met, or when we fail to get what we want. Then, we become aggressive, destructive,
or even murderous. Let us remember that the Passion of Christ culminates in His Resurrection. The pains of our lives, once
we trust God, end in gain.

Housekeeping:

1. As we celebrate the 50th anniversary of the Diocese of Charlotte the central date of it’s foundation is January 12, 1972. But
going through our archives, there are two important dates in our foundation as a Catholic community and a Parish. The first is
the dedication of the Church on August 30, 1955, with Bishop Vincent S. Waters presiding and 125 persons attending. The
second great date came about eight months after the erection of the Diocese of Charlotte: The new Bishop Michael J. Begley on
September 8, 1972 named St. Mary’s (which had being a mission of St. Francis of Assisi, Franklin) a Parish. The Parish consisted
of the St. Mary’s Church and the Newman Center (now Campus Ministry) in Cullowhee. So hurray! We will be 50 as a Parish
on September 8, this year. Details of the celebrations will come out later, but please mark that date and weekend.

2. We ask for your generous response to the second collection which will be taken in all churches of our diocese on Easter
weekend.This collection will help meet the growing needs of our Seminarian program.We currently have 45 young men
studying for the priesthood at St. Joseph College Seminary here in Charlotte, the Pontifical College JosephinumSeminary in
Ohio, and at the Pontifical North American College in Rome.We look forward to the time when they will be able to begin their
service as priests in the Diocese of Charlotte.

3. There will be Liturgical rehearsals this Wednesday, April 13%, at 6:30 pm for all the ministers participating in liturgical
celebrations of the Tridium: Holy Thursday, Good Friday, Easter Vigil and Easter Sunday.

4. There will be a celebration of the Liturgy of the Hours at 9:00 am on Holy Saturday, followed by blessing of Easter baskets at
10:00 am. There will not be confessions on Holy Saturday as there will be Confessions on Good Friday from 12:00 noon to 1:30
pm.

5. The Parish Office will be closed from Thursday, April 14", through April 22", The Pastor will be away from Easter Sunday
evening April 17" to the afternoon of April 23%.




Desde el Escritorio del Pastor

El Dolor Termina en Bendicion

Hoy es el sexto y ultimo domingo de Cuaresma llamado Domingo de
Ramos de la Pasion del Sefior. Conmemora la entrada triunfal de Jests en
Jerusalén dias antes de ser crucificado. El Domingo de Ramos marca el
comienzo de la Semana Santa. El relato de la pasion del Evangelio de Lucas
nos invita a participar paso a paso en el camino de la pasion de Jesucristo.
A partir del Domingo de Ramos de hoy, celebraremos la primera Misa en
la Ultima Cena del Jueves Santo, el sufrimiento y muerte de Jesucristo el
Viernes Santo y Su Resurreccion en la Vigilia Pascual y el Domingo.

En la época de Jesus, Israel estaba gobernado por los romanos. Los
discipulos de Jesus estaban convencidos de que Jesus era un mesias politico
que encabezaria una rebelion contra el dominio colonial romano y
expulsaria a los romanos. Por eso, al llegar a Jerusalén para celebrar la
Pascua, se le dio una acogida entusiasta y heroica. Leemos en el evangelio
de hoy: “Mientras ¢l cabalgaba, el pueblo tendia sus mantos por el camino;
y cuando se acercaba a la ladera del monte de los Olivos, toda la multitud
de sus discipulos comenzé a alabar a Dios con alegria por todas las
maravillas que habian visto. Proclamaron: 'Bendito el rey que viene en el nombre del Sefior. Paz en el cielo y gloria en las
alturas” (Lc 19, 36-38).

El Evangelio de Juan es especifico sobre las ramas de palma: "Tomaron ramas de palma y salieron a su encuentro, gritando:
'iHosanna!', 'iBendito el que viene en el nombre del Sefior!', 'jBendito el rey de Israel!' (Juan 12:13). La tradicion de la
bendicion de las palmas y el nombre 'Domingo de Ramos' se basan en el Evangelio de Juan. El agitar las ramas de las palmeras
es una expresion de victoria. 'Hosanna' es una palabra aramea que significa, "salvanos ahora .” Las palmas benditas no deben
tirarse ni desecharse como basura, se guardan con reverencia hasta el proximo afio cuando se devuelven a la iglesia para
quemarlas y convertirlas en la ceniza que se pone en nuestra frente el Miércoles de Ceniza.

No creo que la gente le hubiera dado a Jests una bienvenida tan entusiasta y heroica si supieran que no era un mesias politico.
Unos dias después, la misma multitud gritaba: “jCrucificalo! jCrucificale! Supongo que la gente estaba frustrada y
desilusionada porque Jests no cumplio con sus expectativas. Si Jesus hubiera derrocado al liderazgo romano, todos lo habrian
apoyado. El no habria sido crucificado. ;Nos comportamos como la multitud? ;Nos sentimos muy decepcionados, frustrados
y molestos cuando no se cumplen nuestras expectativas o cuando no conseguimos lo que queremos? Entonces, nos volvemos
agresivos, destructivos o incluso asesinos. Recordemos que la Pasion de Cristo culmina en Su Resurreccion. Los dolores de
nuestra vida, una vez que confiamos en Dios, terminan en bendicion.
