From the Pastor’s Desk

Alleluia, Alleluia, Alleluia, The Lord is Risen!

Holy Saturday Easter Vigil concludes the Triduum, the Sacred
Paschal Mystery celebration which began on Holy Thursday. Two
major events take place during the Holy Saturday Easter Vigil. We
begin the ceremony with keeping vigil for the Lord who is in the tomb
and conclude with rejoicing in the Lord’s resurrection.

We processed into the dark church building with the lighted Paschal
candle and then light our own candles. This a powerful symbol that
we are followers of the Risen Lord who says, “I am the light of the
world. Whoever follows me will not walk in darkness but will have
the light of life” (John 8:12). Soon, in this celebration, we will renew
our baptismal promises in which we will renounce Satan and all his
works. All these make us partakers in the Sacred Pascal Mystery.
These deep and profound spiritual expressions are for our spiritual
transformation; and may our Lenten journey, the Triduum, and the
Easter celebrations bring us deep spiritual transformation.

Our world is enveloped in the darkness of wars, violence, persecution, death, refugee crises, bad government,
insecurity, fear, poverty, sickness, suffering, godlessness, human made and natural disasters, and so on. May the
light of Christ penetrate the hearts of perpetrators of evils in our world and bring them to repentance. Amen.

Focusing on the women who followed Jesus from the Cross to the Tomb and early in the morning, the words of
Walter Cardinal Kasper reminds us of the Christian Hope: “Whoever let’s him or herself be led by the Gospel to
Jesus’ grave comes to the many graves in the world: To the graves of their own family members as well as the
graves of the victims of war, violence, persecutions, despotism, and hunger. These dead are not simple strangers to
us, rather, they are, like all of us, brothers and sisters of Jesus Christ. In the face of terror, in the face of violence
and of war, Christian faith is a message of Hope. This Hope has its deepest roots in the Easter faith.

Our celebration continues this morning and this Season when we will gather again to celebrate the Risen Lord.
HAPPY EASTER EVERYONE!
