From the Pastor’s Desk

Our Lady of Fatima

This Friday, May 13", is the anniversary of the apparition of Our Lady to three
shepherd children in the small village of Fatima in Portugal in 1917. She appeared
six times to Lucia, 9, and her cousins Francisco, 8, and his sister Jacinta, 6, between
May 13, 1917 and the 13" day of each month for until October 13, 1917, when the
Miracle of the Sun would take place before tens of thousands of people. The story of
Fatima begins in 1916, when, against the backdrop of the First World War which had
introduced Europe and the world to the most horrific and powerful forms of warfare
yet seen, and the deaths of millions of persons in warfare on a scale the world was
yet to see at that time. It was also a year before the Communist revolution would
plunge Russia and later Eastern Europe into six decades of oppression under militant
atheistic governments, the effects of which we still see today. A resplendent figure
appeared to the three children who were in the field tending the family sheep. “I am
the Angel of Peace,” said the figure, who appeared to them two more times that year
exhorting them to accept the sufferings that the Lord allowed them to undergo as an
act of reparation for the sins which offend Him, and to pray constantly for the
conversion of sinners.

and to “say the Rosary every day, to bring peace to the world and an end to the war.” She also revealed that the children would suffer,
especially from the unbelief of their friends and families, and that the two younger children, Francisco and Jacinta would be taken to
Heaven very soon, but Lucia would live longer in order to spread her message and devotion to the Immaculate Heart.

Our Lady asked the three Children to pray and devote themselves to the Holy Trinity

At the last apparition on October 13, the woman revealed her name in response to Lucia’s question: “I am the Lady of the Rosary.” That
same day, 70,000 people had turned out to witness the apparition, following a promise by the woman that she would show the people that
the apparitions were true. They saw the sun make three circles and move around the sky in an incredible zigzag movement in a manner
which left no doubt in their minds about the veracity of the apparitions. By 1930 the Bishop had approved of the apparitions and they
have been approved by the Church as authentic. The messages Our Lady imparted during the apparitions to the children concerned the
violent trials that would afflict the world through war, starvation, and the persecution of the Church and the Holy Father in the twentieth
century if the world did not make reparation for sins. She exhorted the Church to pray and offer sacrifices to God in order that peace may
come upon the world, and that the trials may be averted. We continue to see those trials with the violent persecution of the Church in many
parts of the world and the many ongoing wars including the most recent unprovoked and unjustified Russian invasion and war in Ukraine
for which the Holy Father and the Church consecrated Russia and Ukraine to the Immaculate Heart of Mary on the Solemnity of the
Annunciation of the Lord on March 25" this year. You are all invited to watch the movie “The 13" Day” as we pray in reparation for
peace in our world and country, and deepen our devotion to Our Lady this May, following the words of St. Louise De Monfort that true
devotion to Our Lady leads to a closer relationship with her Son Our Lord Jesus Christ.

The most well-known statement of the apparition of Our Lady at Fatima was her confident declaration that “My Immaculate Heart will
triumph”. Cardinal Ratzinger (future Pope Benedict XVI) interpreted this utterance as follows: “The Heart open to God, purified by
contemplation of God, is stronger than guns and weapons of every kind”.

Desde el Escritorio del Pastor

Nuestra Senora de Fatima

Este viernes 13 de mayo es el aniversario de la aparicion de la Virgen a tres nifios
pastores en el pequeio pueblo de Fatima en Portugal en 1917. Se aparecid seis veces a
Lucia, de 9 afos, y a sus primos Francisco, de 8, y a su hermana Jacinta. , 6, entre el 13
de mayo de 1917 y el dia 13 de cada mes hasta el 13 de octubre de 1917, cuando se
realizaria el Milagro del Sol ante decenas de miles de personas. La historia de Fatima
comienza en 1916, cuando, con el telon de fondo de la Primera Guerra Mundial que
habia introducido a Europa y al mundo a las formas de guerra mas horribles y poderosas
jamas vistas, y la muerte de millones de personas en guerras a una escala que mundo
aln estaba por ver en ese momento. También fue un afio antes de que la revolucion
comunista hundiera a Rusia y mas tarde a Europa del Este en seis décadas de opresion
bajo gobiernos ateos militantes, cuyos efectos todavia vemos hoy. Una figura
resplandeciente se les aparecio a los tres niflos que estaban en el campo cuidando las
ovejas de la familia. “Soy el Angel de la Paz”, dijo la figura, que se les aparecio dos
veces mas ese aflo exhortandolos a aceptar los sufrimientos que el Sefior les permitia
sufrir como acto de reparacion por los pecados que lo ofenden, y a orar. constantemente
por la conversion de los pecadores.

Nuestra Sefiora pidio a los tres Nifios que recen y se dediquen a la Santisima Trinidad y
que “recen el Rosario todos los dias, para traer la paz al mundo y el fin de la guerra”.
También reveld que los nifios sufririan, especialmente por la incredulidad de sus amigos y familiares, y que los dos nifios menores, Francisco y
Jacinta, serian llevados al Cielo muy pronto, pero Lucia viviria mas tiempo para poder difundir su mensaje y devocion. al Inmaculado Corazon.

En la altima aparicion del 13 de octubre, la mujer reveld su nombre en respuesta a la pregunta de Lucia: “Yo soy la Sefiora del Rosario”. Ese
mismo dia, 70.000 personas habian acudido a presenciar la aparicion, tras la promesa de la mujer de que mostraria a la gente que las apariciones
eran ciertas. Vieron al sol hacer tres circulos y moverse por el cielo en un increible movimiento en zigzag de una manera que no les dej6 ninguna
duda sobre la veracidad de las apariciones. Para 1930, el obispo habia aprobado las apariciones y la Iglesia las aprob6é como auténticas. Los
mensajes que Nuestra Sefiora imparti6é durante las apariciones a los nifios se referian a las pruebas violentas que afligirian al mundo a través de
la guerra, el hambre y la persecucion de la Iglesia y del Santo Padre en el siglo XX si el mundo no reparaba por los pecados. Exhorto a la Iglesia
a orar y ofrecer sacrificios a Dios para que la paz venga al mundo y se eviten las pruebas. Continuamos viendo esos juicios con la persecucion
violenta de la Iglesia en muchas partes del mundo y las muchas guerras en curso, incluida la mas reciente invasion rusa no provocada e injustificada
y la guerra en Ucrania por la cual el Santo Padre y la Iglesia consagraron a Rusia y Ucrania para el Inmaculado Corazén de Maria en la Solemnidad
de la Anunciacion del Sefior el 25 de marzo del presente afio. Estan todos invitados a ver la pelicula “El dia 13” mientras oramos en reparacion
por la paz en nuestro mundo y pais, y profundizar nuestra devocion a Nuestra Sefiora este mayo, siguiendo las palabras de Santa Luisa De Monfort
que la verdadera devocion a Nuestra Sefiora Sefiora conduce a una relaciéon mas estrecha con su Hijo Nuestro Sefior Jesucristo.

La declaracion mas conocida de la aparicion de Nuestra Sefiora en Fatima fue su confiada declaracion de que “Mi Inmaculado Corazén triunfard”.
El Cardenal Ratzinger (futuro Papa Benedicto XVI) interpreto esta afirmacion de la siguiente manera: “El Corazon abierto a Dios, purificado por
la contemplacion de Dios, es mas fuerte que los fusiles y las armas de todo tipo”.
