From the Pastor’s Desk

Divine Mercy Plenary Indulgence

During the course of Jesus' revelations to Saint Faustina on the Divine
Mercy, He asked on numerous occasions that a feast day be dedicated
to the Divine Mercy and that this feast be celebrated on the Sunday
after Easter. The liturgical texts of that day, the 2nd Sunday of Easter,
concern the institution of the Sacrament of Penance, the Tribunal of
the Divine Mercy, and are thus already suited to the request of Our
Lord. This Feast, which had already been granted to the nation of
Poland and been celebrated within Vatican City, was granted to the
Universal Church by Pope John Paul Il on the occasion of the
canonization of Sr. Faustina on April 30, 2000. These papal acts
represent the highest endorsement that the Church can give to a
private revelation, an act of papal infallibility proclaiming the certain
sanctity of the mystic, and the granting of a universal feast, as
requested by Our Lord to St. Faustina.

Concerning the Feast of Mercy Jesus said to St. Faustina: “My
daughter, tell the whole world about My Inconceivable mercy. |
desire that the Feast of Mercy be a refuge and shelter for all souls,
and especially for poor sinners. On that day the very depths of My
tender mercy are open. | pour out a whole ocean of graces upon those souls who approach the fount of My mercy. The soul
that will go to Confession and receive Holy Communion shall obtain complete forgiveness of sins and punishment. On that
day all the divine floodgates through which grace flow are opened. The Feast of Mercy emerged from My very depths of
tenderness. It is My desire that it be solemnly celebrated on the first Sunday after Easter. Mankind will not have peace until
it turns to the Fount of My Mercy.” (Diary 699)

As you can see the Lord's desire for the Feast includes the solemn, public veneration of the Image of Divine Mercy by the
Church, as well as personal acts of veneration and mercy. The great promise for the individual soul is that a devotional act of
sacramental penance and Communion will obtain for that soul the plenitude of the divine mercy on the Feast. We celebrated
the Feast of Divine Mercy at last Sunday with a special service that included meditations on Divine Mercy and the Divine
Mercy Chaplet. The Papal Decree establishing Divine Mercy Sunday states: “A plenary indulgence is granted (under the usual
conditions of sacramental confession, Eucharistic communion and prayer for the intentions of the Pope) to the faithful who,
on the Second Sunday of Easter (Divine Mercy Sunday), in any church or chapel, in a spirit that is completely detached from
the affection for a sin, even a venial sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy.” If you
attended Mass and the Divine Mercy celebration last weekend, you can still receive the indulgence (for yourself or any of our
dear departed), by going to Confession this weekend, and offering prayer for the intentions of the Pope.

For the sake of His Sorrowful Passion, have mercy on us and on the whole world.
Holy God, Holy Mighty One, Holy Immortal One, have mercy on us and on the whole world.

Indulgencia Plenaria de la Divina Misericordia

Durante el curso de las revelaciones de Jesus a Santa Faustina sobre la
Divina Misericordia, El pidié en numerosas ocasiones que se dedicara una
fiesta a la Divina Misericordia y que esta fiesta se celebrara el domingo
después de Pascua. Los textos litirgicos de ese dia, el segundo domingo de
Pascua, se refieren a la institucion del Sacramento de la Penitencia, el
Tribunal de la Divina Misericordia, y por lo tanto ya se adaptan a la peticion
de Nuestro Sefior. Esta Fiesta, que ya habia sido concedida a la nacion de
Polonia y celebrada dentro de la Ciudad del Vaticano, fue concedida a la
Iglesia Universal por el Papa Juan Pablo II con motivo de la canonizacion
de Sor Faustina el 30 de abril de 2000. Estos actos papales representan el
mas alto respaldo que la Iglesia puede dar a una revelacién privada, un acto
de infalibilidad papal que proclama la santidad cierta del mistico, y la
concesion de una fiesta universal, como pidi6 Nuestro Sefior a Santa
Faustina.

Con respecto a la Fiesta de la Misericordia, Jesus le dijo a Santa Faustina:
“Hija Mia, cuéntale al mundo entero acerca de Mi Inconcebible
Misericordia. Deseo que la Fiesta de la Misericordia sea refugio y amparo
para todas las almas, y especialmente para los pobres pecadores. En ese dia
se abren las profundidades mismas de Mi tierna misericordia. Derramo todo un océano de gracias sobre aquellas almas que se
acercan a la fuente de Mi misericordia. El alma que se confiese y reciba la Sagrada Comunién obtendra el completo perdon de los
pecados y de las penas. En ese dia se abren todas las compuertas divinas por las que fluye la gracia. La Fiesta de la Misericordia
surgié de Mis profundidades de ternura. Es Mi deseo que se celebre solemnemente el primer domingo después de Pascua. La
humanidad no tendra paz hasta que se vuelva a la Fuente de Mi Misericordia.” (Diario 699)

Como podéis ver, el deseo del Sefor para la Fiesta incluye la veneracion solemne y publica de la Imagen de la Divina Misericordia
por parte de la Iglesia, asi como actos personales de veneracién y misericordia. La gran promesa para el alma individual es que un
acto devocional de penitencia sacramental y Comunién obtendrd para esa alma la plenitud de la misericordia divina en la Fiesta.
Celebramos la Fiesta de la Divina Misericordia el domingo pasado con un servicio especial que incluyé meditaciones sobre la
Divina Misericordia y la Coronilla de la Divina Misericordia. El Decreto Papal que establece el Domingo de la Divina Misericordia
establece: “Se concede indulgencia plenaria (en las condiciones habituales de confesion sacramental, comunion eucaristica y oracion
por las intenciones del Papa) a los fieles que, en el Segundo Domingo de Pascua (Domingo de la Divina Misericordia ), en cualquier
iglesia o capilla, con un espiritu completamente desprendido del afecto por el pecado, incluso venial, participad en las oraciones y
devociones que se celebren en honor de la Divina Misericordia”.
