From the Pastor’s Desk

The Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary

Last Monday we celebrated the Solemnity of the Assumption. The
Assumption is the oldest feast day of Our Lady, but we don't know how
it first came to be celebrated. Its origin is lost in those days when
Jerusalem was restored as a sacred city, at the time of the Roman Emperor
Constantine (c. 285-337). By then Jerusalem had been a pagan city for
two centuries, and, every memory of Jesus was obliterated from the city.
After the building of the Church of the Holy Sepulchre in 336, memories
of the life of Our Lord began to be celebrated by the people of Jerusalem.

One of the memories about his mother centered around the "Tomb of
Mary," close to Mount Zion, where the early Christian community had
lived. On the hill itself was the "Place of Dormition," the spot of Mary's
"falling asleep," where she had died. At this time, the "Memory of Mary"
was being celebrated. In the seventh century, it began to be celebrated in
Rome under the title of the "Falling Asleep” ("Dormitio") of the Mother
of God. Soon the name was changed to the "Assumption of Mary," since
there was more to the feast than her dying. It also proclaimed that she had been taken up, body and soul, into heaven.
What was clear from the beginning was that there were no relics of Mary to be venerated, and that an empty tomb stood
on the edge of Jerusalem near the site of her death. Today, the Benedictine Abbey of the Dormition of Mary stands on
the spot.

At the Council of Chalcedon in 451, the Emperor Marcian asked the Patriarch of Jerusalem to bring the relics of Mary
to Constantinople to be enshrined in the capitol. The patriarch explained to the emperor that there were no relics of Mary
in Jerusalem. In the eighth century, St. John Damascene was known for giving sermons at the holy places in Jerusalem.
At the Tomb of Mary, he expressed the belief of the Church on the meaning of the feast: "Although her body was duly
buried, it did not remain in the state of death, neither was it dissolved by decay. . . . You were transferred to your heavenly
home, O Lady, Queen and Mother of God in truth.”

All the feast days of Mary mark the great mysteries of her life and her part in the work of redemption: Her Immaculate
Conception, Christmas and Mother of God. The Assumption completes God's work in her since it was not fitting that
the flesh that had given life to God himself should ever undergo corruption. The Assumption is God's crowning of His
work as Mary ends her earthly life and enters eternity. The feast turns our eyes in that direction, where we will follow
when our earthly life is over. The Assumption looks to eternity and gives us hope that we, too, will follow Our Lady
when our life is ended. In 1950, in the Apostolic Constitution Munificentissimus Deus (Most Bountiful God), Pope Pius
XII proclaimed the Assumption of Mary a dogma of the Catholic Church in these words: "The Immaculate Mother of
God, the ever-virgin Mary, having completed the course of her earthly life, was assumed body and soul into heaven."
With that, an ancient belief became Catholic doctrine and the Assumption was declared a truth revealed by God.

Desde el Escritorio del Pastor

La Asuncion de la Santisima Virgen Maria

El pasado lunes celebramos la Solemnidad de la Asuncién. La Asuncion es
la fiesta més antigua de Nuestra Sefiora, pero no sabemos cdémo llegd a
celebrarse por primera vez. Su origen se pierde en aquellos dias en que
Jerusalén fue restaurada como ciudad sagrada, en tiempos del emperador
romano Constantino (c. 285-337). Para entonces, Jerusalén habia sido una
ciudad pagana durante dos siglos y todo recuerdo de Jesus habia sido
borrado de la ciudad. Después de la construccion de la Iglesia del Santo
Sepulcro en el afio 336, los habitantes de Jerusalén comenzaron a celebrar
los recuerdos de la vida de Nuestro Sefior.

Uno de los recuerdos de su madre se centr6 en la "Tumba de Maria", cerca
del Monte Sién, donde habia vivido la comunidad cristiana primitiva. En
la colina misma estaba el "Lugar de la Dormicion", el lugar donde Maria
"se qued6 dormida”, donde ella habia muerto. En este momento se estaba
celebrando la "Memoria de Maria". En el siglo VII, comenzo a celebrarse
en Roma bajo el titulo de "Dormitio" de la Madre de Dios. Pronto el nombre
fue cambiado a "Asuncion de Maria", ya que habia mas en la fiesta que su
muerte. También proclamo que ella habia sido elevada, en cuerpo y alma, al cielo. Lo que quedé claro desde el principio fue
que no habia reliquias de Maria para venerar, y que habia una tumba vacia en las afueras de Jerusalén, cerca del lugar de su
muerte. Hoy, la Abadia Benedictina de la Dormicion de Maria se encuentra en el lugar.

En el Concilio de Calcedonia en 451, el emperador Marciano pidio al patriarca de Jerusalén que llevara las reliquias de Maria
a Constantinopla para ser consagradas en el capitolio. El patriarca le explico al emperador que no habia reliquias de Maria en
Jerusalén. En el siglo VIII, San Juan Damasceno era conocido por dar sermones en los lugares santos de Jerusalén. En el
sepulcro de Maria expreso la creencia de la Iglesia sobre el significado de la fiesta: "Aunque su cuerpo fue debidamente
sepultado, no quedo en estado de muerte, ni fue disuelto por la descomposicion... trasladada a tu patria celestial, oh Sefiora,
Reina y Madre de Dios en verdad".

Todas las fiestas de Maria marcan los grandes misterios de su vida y su parte en la obra de la redencion: Su Inmaculada
Concepcion, Navidad y Madre de Dios. La Asuncidén completa la obra de Dios en ella, ya que no convenia que la carne que
habia dado vida al mismo Dios sufriera jamas corrupcion. La Asuncion es la coronacion de Dios de Su obra cuando Maria
termina su vida terrenal y entra en la eternidad. La fiesta vuelve nuestra mirada en esa direccion, a donde seguiremos cuando
termine nuestra vida terrenal. La Asuncion mira a la eternidad y nos da la esperanza de que nosotros también seguiremos a
Nuestra Sefiora cuando nuestra vida termine. En 1950, en la Constituciéon Apostdlica Munificentissimus Deus (Dios
Misericordioso), el Papa Pio XII proclam¢ la Asuncion de Maria como dogma de la Iglesia Catolica con estas palabras: "La
Inmaculada Madre de Dios, la siempre virgen Maria, habiendo completado el curso de su vida terrena, fue asunta en cuerpo
y alma al cielo". Con eso, una antigua creencia se convirtido en doctrina catolica y la Asuncion fue declarada una verdad
revelada por Dios.
