From the Pastor’s Desk

Never Give Up

Prayer is like any other human activity at least in one respect: It has its
rules. Those rules can be found in the Bible. One of them is that we must
pray with faith. Another is that we must pray with a right intention for our
own or neighbors good. The third is that we must pray with perseverance.
The first reading and the Gospel focus on this and talk about the struggle,
hard work and persistence in prayer. It tells us about the mission before
Israel. The mission was to defeat Amalek, in order to continue their
journey to the Promised Land. We can see the division of labor for the
mission. Joshua and the soldiers went to the warfront for the physical
battle. Moses and two men climbed to the top of the hill for the spiritual
battle. “As long as Moses kept his hands raised up, Israel had the better
of the fight, but when he let his hands rest, Amalek had the better of the
fight. Moses’ hands, however, grew tired; so they took a rock and put it
under him, and he sat on it. Meanwhile Aaron and Hur supported his
hands, one on one side and one on the other, so that his hands remained
steady until sunset” when Joshua and the Israelites defeated the
Amalekites (Exodus 17:11-12).

This event speaks of the power of prayer, and the importance of persistent and enduring prayer. It speaks also of the importance
of spiritual warfare to accompany all our material engagements. St. Augustine puts it this way, “Pray as though everything
depended on God. Work as though everything depended on you.” Someone says, “Work hard, but pray harder.” We are
encouraged to pray even harder when it appears our prayer has not been granted. Jesus sets an example for us in Luke 22:44,
“And in his anguish, he prayed more earnestly...”

Jesus gave a parable in today’s gospel to teach us the importance of persistent and enduring prayer. The widow never gave
up appealing to the dishonest judge until she received justice. Jesus assures us, “Will not God then secure the rights of his
chosen ones who call out to him day and night? Will he be slow to answer them? | tell you, he will see to it that justice is done
for them speedily” (Luke 18:7).

What is the “Amalek” in your way to your “Promised Land?” Do not be discouraged. Do not give up. Like Moses, “climb to
the top of the hill” and keep your “hands raised up” in spiritual battle until the “Amalek” is conquered. Amen. God will do
what we are praying for in His own good time. As God's time is the best. But when it comes to prayer, our own time becomes
the best. And if not we give God and ultimatum, or lose heart and stop praying. We are the ones that must learn to make God's
time our own time and not the other way around. We are the one's who must learn to wait on the Lord. Psalm 37:34 says "
Wait for the Lord, and keep to His ways and He will exalt you to inherit the Land." Billy Graham says, “A prayerless Christian
is a powerless Christian;” in the same manner, St. Jerome says, “Ignorance of Scripture is ignorance of Christ.” To pray we
must bring effort, discipline and commitment to this discussion with our God.

No Rendirse Nunca

La oracién es como cualquier otra actividad humana al menos en un
aspecto: tiene sus reglas. Esas reglas se pueden encontrar en la Biblia.
Una de ellas es que debemos orar con fe. Otra es que debemos orar con
una intencion correcta por el bien propio o del projimo. La tercera es que
debemos orar con perseverancia. La primera lectura y el Evangelio se
centran en esto y hablan de la lucha, el trabajo duro y la persistencia en la
oracion. Nos habla de la mision ante Israel. La mision era derrotar a
Amalec, para poder continuar su viaje hacia la Tierra Prometida. Podemos
ver la division del trabajo para la mision. Joshua y los soldados fueron al
frente de guerra para la batalla fisica. Moisés y dos hombres subieron a la
cima de la colina para la batalla espiritual. “Mientras Moisés mantuvo sus
manos en alto, Israel gand lo mejor de la pelea, pero cuando dejo
descansar sus manos, Amalec gan6 lo mejor de la pelea. Las manos de
Moisés, sin embargo, se cansaron; entonces tomaron una piedra y la
pusieron debajo de él, y él se sentd sobre ella. Mientras tanto, Aaron y
Hur sujetaron sus manos, uno de un lado y otro del otro, de modo que sus
manos permanecieron firmes hasta la puesta del sol” cuando Josué y los
israclitas derrotaron a los amalecitas (Exodo 17:11-12).

Este evento habla del poder de la oracién y de la importancia de la oracion persistente y duradera. Habla también de la
importancia de la guerra espiritual para acompafar todos nuestros compromisos materiales. San Agustin lo expresa de esta
manera: “Orad como si todo dependiera de Dios. Trabaja como si todo dependiera de ti." Alguien dice: “Trabaja duro, pero
ora mas fuerte”. Se nos anima a orar aiin mas cuando parece que nuestra oracion no ha sido concedida. Jesus nos da un ejemplo
en Lucas 22:44, “Y en su angustia, oraba mas intensamente...”.

Jestis dio una parabola en el evangelio de hoy para ensefiarnos la importancia de la oracion persistente y duradera. La viuda
nunca dejé de apelar al juez deshonesto hasta que recibio justicia. Jesus nos asegura: “;No asegurara Dios, pues, los derechos
de sus escogidos que claman a ¢l dia y noche? ;Tardara en responderles? Os digo que €l se encargard de que se les haga
justicia prontamente” (Lc 18, 7).

(Cual es el “Amalek” en tu camino a tu “Tierra Prometida”? No te desanimes. No te rindas. Como Moisés, “sube a la cima
del monte” y mantén tus “manos en alto” en la batalla espiritual hasta que el “Amalec” sea conquistado. Amén. Dios hara lo
que estamos orando en Su propio tiempo. Como el tiempo de Dios es el mejor. Pero cuando se trata de la oracion, nuestro
propio tiempo se convierte en el mejor. Y si no le damos a Dios y un ultimatum, o nos desanimamos y dejamos de rezar.
Somos nosotros los que debemos aprender a hacer del tiempo de Dios nuestro tiempo y no al revés. Nosotros somos los que
debemos aprender a esperar en el Sefior. El Salmo 37:34 dice: "Espera en el Sefior, y mantente en Sus caminos y El te exaltara
para heredar la Tierra". Billy Graham dice: “Un cristiano que no ora es un cristiano sin poder”; de la misma manera, San
Jerénimo dice: “La ignorancia de la Escritura es ignorancia de Cristo”. Para orar debemos aportar esfuerzo, disciplina y
compromiso a esta discusion con nuestro Dios.
