From the Pastor’s Desk

Praying for the Dead and our Belief in Purgatory

This Tuesday we celebrate All Saints, the Church Triumphant, whose prayers we ask to guide
us in our earthly pilgrimage. They don’t need our prayers, but those in purgatory do. The
Catechism of the Catholic defines purgatory as a “purification, so as to achieve the holiness
necessary to enter the joy of heaven,” which is experienced by those “who die in God’s grace
and friendship, but still imperfectly purified” (CCC 1030). It notes that “this final purification
of the elect . . . is entirely different from the punishment of the damned” (CCC 1031). This
purification is necessary because, as Scripture teaches, nothing unclean will enter the presence
of God in heaven (Rev. 21:27) and, while we may die with our mortal sins forgiven, there can
still be many impurities in us, specifically venial sins and the temporal punishment due to sins
already forgiven.

When we die, we undergo what is called the particular judgment. Scripture says that “it is
appointed for men to die once, and after that comes judgment” (Heb. 9:27). We are judged
instantly and receive our reward, for good or ill. We know at once what our final destiny will
be. At the end of time, when Jesus returns, there will come the general judgment to which the
Bible refers in Matthew 25:31-32: “When the Son of man comes in his glory, and all the angels
with him, then he will sit on his glorious throne. Before him will be gathered all the nations,
and he will separate them one from another as a shepherd separates the sheep from the goats.”
In this general judgment all our sins will be publicly revealed (Luke 12:2-5).

St. Augustine said in book The City of God that “temporary punishments are suffered by some in this life only, by others after death, by others both now
and then; but all of them before that last and strictest judgment” (21:13). It is between the particular and general judgments that the soul is purified of the
remaining consequences of sin. St. Monica when near death asked of her sons that prayers and Masses be said for her soul, showing her beliefs. Believe
in the existence of Purgatory has always been supported by Catholic tradition, and the Bible not only failed to contradict the doctrine, but, also confirmed
it. It is no wonder, then, that those who deny the existence of purgatory tend to touch only briefly upon the history of the belief. They prefer to claim that
the Bible speaks only of heaven and hell. Wrong. It speaks plainly of a third condition, commonly called the limbo of the Fathers, where the just who had
died before the redemption were waiting for heaven to be opened to them. After his death and before his resurrection, Christ visited those experiencing
the limbo of the Fathers and preached to them the good news that heaven would now be opened to them (1 Pet. 3:19). These people thus were not in
heaven, but neither were they experiencing the torments of hell. Some have speculated that the limbo of the Fathers is the same as purgatory. This may
or may not be the case. However, even if the limbo of the Fathers is not purgatory, its existence shows that a temporary, intermediate state is not contrary
to Scripture.

Some of our separated brothers and sisters of other Christian denominations also claim, “The word purgatory is found nowhere in Scripture.” This is true,
and yet it does not disprove the existence of purgatory or the fact that belief in it has always been part of Church teaching. The words Trinity and
Incarnation aren’t in Scripture either, yet those doctrines are clearly taught in the Bible. Likewise, Scripture teaches that purgatory exists, even if it doesn’t
use that word and even if 1 Peter 3:19 refers to a place other than purgatory. Christ refers to the sinner who “will not be forgiven, either in this age or in
the age to come” (Matt. 12:32), suggesting that one can be freed after death of the consequences of one’s sins. Similarly, Paul tells us that, when we are
judged, each man’s work will be tried. And what happens if a righteous man’s work fails the test? “He will suffer loss, though he himself will be saved,
but only as through fire” (1 Cor 3:15). Now this loss, this penalty, cannot refer to punishment in hell, since no one is saved there; and heaven can’t be
meant, since there is no suffering (“fire”) there. The Catholic doctrine of purgatory alone explains this passage.

Then, of course, there is the Bible’s approval of prayers for the dead concerning the actions of Judas Maccabees over his fallen soldiers: “In doing this
he acted in a very excellent and noble way, inasmuch as he had the resurrection of the dead in view; for if he were not expecting the dead to rise again, it
would have been useless and foolish to pray for them in death. But if he did this with a view to the splendid reward that awaits those who had gone to
rest in godliness, it was a holy and pious thought. Thus he made atonement for the dead that they might be freed from this sin” (2 Macc. 12:43-45).
Prayers are not needed by those in heaven, and no one can help those in hell. This verse so clearly illustrates the existence of purgatory that, at the time
of the Reformation, Protestants had to cut the books of the Maccabees out of their Bibles in order to avoid accepting the doctrine.

Prayers for the dead and the consequent doctrine of purgatory have been part of the true religion since before the time of Christ. Not only can we show it
was practiced by the Jews of the time of the Maccabees, but it has even been retained by Orthodox Jews today, who recite a prayer known as the Mourner’s
Kaddish for eleven months after the death of a loved one so that they may be purified. It was not the Catholic Church that added the doctrine of purgatory.
Rather, the Protestant churches rejected a doctrine that had always been believed by Jews and Christians. Indulgences are gained during the month of
November when one goes for confessions, attends Mass and prays for the dead either in a Church, Oratory and Cemetery. Please let us pray for the Souls
in Purgatory.

Desde el Escritorio del Pastor

Orando por los Muertos y Nuestra Creencia en el Purgatorio

Este martes celebramos a Todos los Santos, la Iglesia Triunfante, cuyas oraciones pedimos que nos guien
en nuestra peregrinacion terrena. Ellos no necesitan nuestras oraciones, pero los del purgatorio si. El
Catecismo de los Catdlicos define el purgatorio como una “purificacion, para alcanzar la santidad
necesaria para entrar en el gozo del cielo”, que es experimentado por aquellos “que mueren en la gracia
y amistad de Dios, pero todavia imperfectamente purificados” (CCC 1030) . Sefiala que “esta purificacion
final de los elegidos. . . es enteramente diferente del castigo de los condenados” (CCC 1031). Esta
purificacion es necesaria porque, como ensefla la Escritura, nada inmundo entrara en la presencia de Dios
en el cielo (Apoc. 21:27) y, aunque podemos morir con nuestros pecados mortales perdonados, todavia
puede haber muchas impurezas en nosotros, especificamente veniales. pecados y la pena temporal por
los pecados ya perdonados.

Cuando morimos, pasamos por lo que se llama el juicio particular. La Escritura dice que “esta establecido
que los hombres mueran una sola vez, y después el juicio” (Hebreos 9:27). Somos juzgados
instantaneamente y recibimos nuestra recompensa, para bien o para mal. Sabemos de inmediato cual sera
nuestro destino final. Al final de los tiempos, cuando Jests regrese, vendra el juicio general al que se
refiere la Biblia en Mateo 25:31-32: “Cuando el Hijo del hombre venga en su gloria, y todos los angeles
con ¢, entonces sentarse en su trono glorioso. Seran reunidas delante de ¢l todas las naciones, y los apartara los unos de los otros como aparta el pastor
las ovejas de los cabritos”. En este juicio general todos nuestros pecados seran revelados publicamente.

San Agustin dijo en el libro La Ciudad de Dios que “los castigos temporales los sufren unos en esta vida solamente, otros después de la muerte, otros
ahora y entonces; pero todos ellos antes del ultimo y mas severo juicio” (21:13). Es entre los juicios particulares y generales que el alma se purifica de
las restantes consecuencias del pecado. Santa Moénica al borde de la muerte pidi6 a sus hijos que se dijeran oraciones y Misas por su alma, mostrando sus
creencias. Creer en la existencia del Purgatorio siempre ha sido apoyado por la tradicion catolica, y la Biblia no solo no logr6 contradecir la doctrina, sino
que también la confirmé. No es de extrafiar, entonces, que aquellos que niegan la existencia del purgatorio tiendan a referirse s6lo brevemente a la historia
de la creencia. Prefieren afirmar que la Biblia habla solo del cielo y el infierno. Equivocado. Habla claramente de una tercera condicion, cominmente
llamada el limbo de los Padres, donde los justos que habian muerto antes de la redencion esperaban que se les abriera el cielo. Después de su muerte y
antes de su resurreccion, Cristo visitd a los que vivian en el limbo de los Padres y les anunci6 la buena nueva de que el cielo ahora se les abriria (1 P 3,
19). Estas personas, por lo tanto, no estaban en el cielo, pero tampoco estaban experimentando los tormentos del infierno. Algunos han especulado que el
limbo de los Padres es lo mismo que el purgatorio. Este puede o no ser el caso. Sin embargo, incluso si el limbo de los Padres no es el purgatorio, su
existencia muestra que un estado intermedio temporal no es contrario a la Escritura.

Algunos de nuestros hermanos y hermanas separados de otras denominaciones cristianas también afirman: “La palabra purgatorio no se encuentra en
ninguna parte de las Escrituras”. Esto es cierto y, sin embargo, no refuta la existencia del purgatorio o el hecho de que creer en él siempre ha sido parte
de la ensefianza de la Iglesia. Las palabras Trinidad y Encarnacion tampoco estan en las Escrituras, pero esas doctrinas se ensefian claramente en la Biblia.
Asimismo, la Escritura ensefia que existe el purgatorio, aunque no use esa palabra y aunque 1 Pedro 3:19 se refiera a un lugar diferente al purgatorio.
Cristo se refiere al pecador que “no sera perdonado ni en este siglo ni en el venidero” (Mat. 12:32), sugiriendo que uno puede ser liberado después de la
muerte de las consecuencias de sus pecados. De manera similar, Pablo nos dice que, cuando seamos juzgados, la obra de cada uno sera probada. ;Y qué
sucede si la obra de un justo no pasa la prueba? “El sufrira pérdida, aunque él mismo sera salvo, pero como por fuego” (1 Cor 3, 15). Ahora bien, esta
pérdida, esta pena, no puede referirse al castigo en el infierno, ya que nadie se salva alli; y el cielo no puede significar, ya que no hay sufrimiento ("fuego")
alli. Solo la doctrina catolica del purgatorio explica este pasaje.

Luego, por supuesto, estd la aprobacion de la Biblia de las oraciones por los muertos con respecto a las acciones de Judas Macabeos sobre sus soldados
caidos: “Al hacer esto, actué de una manera muy excelente y noble, ya que tenia la resurreccion de los muertos en vista; porque si no esperara que los
muertos resucitaran, hubiera sido inutil y tonto orar por ellos en la muerte. Pero si lo hizo con miras a la espléndida recompensa que les espera a aquellos
que se han ido a descansar en la piedad, fue un pensamiento santo y piadoso. Asi hizo expiacién por los muertos para que pudieran ser libres de este
pecado” (2 Macc. 12:43-45). Los que estan en el cielo no necesitan oraciones, y nadie puede ayudar a los que estan en el infierno. Este versiculo ilustra
tan claramente la existencia del purgatorio que, en la época de la Reforma, los protestantes tuvieron que eliminar los libros de los Macabeos de sus Biblias
para evitar aceptar la doctrina. Las oraciones por los muertos y la consiguiente doctrina del purgatorio han sido parte de la verdadera religion desde antes
de la época de Cristo. No solo podemos demostrar que lo practicaban los judios de la época de los Macabeos, sino que incluso lo conservan los judios
ortodoxos de hoy, quienes recitan una oraciéon conocida como el Kaddish del doliente durante once meses después de la muerte de un ser querido para
que pueden ser purificados. No fue la Iglesia Catélica la que anadio la doctrina del purgatorio. Mas bien, las iglesias protestantes rechazaron una doctrina
en la que siempre habian creido judios y cristianos. Las indulgencias se obtienen durante el mes de noviembre cuando uno se confiesa, asiste a Misa y
reza por los muertos ya sea en una Iglesia, Oratorio y Cementerio. Oremos por las Almas del Purgatorio.

Donuts & Dogma
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Eucharistic Revival / Avivamiento Eucaristico

In the days after Jesus’ crucifixion his disciples were left shaken and
doubtful. A pivotal moment in their Easter faith experience was the
journey to Emmaus as Jesus walked with them. The disciples did not
recognize Jesus until they rested that evening. Then, as Jesus broke bread
at table, their eyes were opened, and they recognized him in the breaking
of bread. Rembrandt captures that dramatic spiritual moment when the
disciples first see the Lord with eyes of faith. The painting shows them
crowded around a simple table. The bare stone evokes the simplicity of
the scene as the arched wall frames the figure of Jesus. Jesus blesses bread
as warm golden light radiates from his face and illuminates his hands. The
disciples now look intently at Jesus with eyes of faith and love. Lines of
radiating light from Jesus’ face illuminate the disciples’ hearts, who are
transformed as they say to one another, “Were not our hearts burning as
he spoke to us?” Rembrandt invites us to take our place at this table of
blessing so we too may see with eyes of faith that Jesus is truly present in
the Eucharistic breaking of bread.
