From the Pastor’s Desk

What Do My Choices Reflect?

The first and second books of Maccabees record the
resistance of the Jews against the pagan and tyrant King
Antiochus of Syria IV (175-163 B.C.). King Antiochus who
ruled Palestine at that time cruelly persecuted the Jews in his
effort to abolish Jewish religion and establish Greek culture
and religion. “The king sent letters by messenger to
Jerusalem and to the cities of Judah, ordering them to follow
customs foreign to their land; to prohibit burnt offerings,
sacrifices, and libations in the sanctuary, to profane the
sabbaths and feast days, to desecrate the sanctuary and the
sacred ministers, to build pagan altars and temples and
shrines, to sacrifice swine and unclean animals, to leave their
sons uncircumcised, and to defile themselves with every kind
of impurity and abomination; so that they might forget the
law and change all its ordinances. Whoever refused to act
according to the command of the king was to be put to death”
(1 Maccabees 1:44-50). The first reading is an example of the
persecution. Pork was a forbidden food by the Law of Moses.
To eat pork, then, was a sign of the abandonment of the Jewish faith.

The world history is full of innumerable Christian persecutions and martyrdoms, which made Tertullian to say,
“The blood of the martyrs is the seed of the Church.” Currently, there are all kinds of persecutions of Christians in
many parts of the world. There are places Christians are killed. There are places Christians are forced to abandon
their properties; or forced to flee from their homeland. There are places Christians are denied their rights and
privileges. There are places anti-Christian policies are enforced to discourage the practice of Christianity.

The Books of Maccabees are a record of the resistance of the Jews. | wonder, what is the place of the present
generation of Christians and their leaders in the future national and world history? Will it be a history of resistance
and perseverance on what is good and the defense of all life? Of resilience? Of triumph? Of growth? Or will it be
a history of submission? Of frivolousness? Of everything that goes? Of decadence? As the mid-term election takes
place this Tuesday, what do our choices reflect or stand for?

The Jewish family in the first reading chose to die rather than abandon their faith. How about myself and my family?
Can we be remembered as an exemplary Christian person or Christian family? The steadfastness of the Jewish
family should encourage every Christian. Many of us will not be put to death because we are Christians, but we
will, constantly, be invited to stand for truth, life, social justice, faith and to witness Christ. But then, a dead faith
cannot witness Christ. It submits to and is blown and tossed by every wind and every current.

Los libros primero y segundo de Macabeos registran la
resistencia de los judios contra el rey pagano y tirano Antioco
de Siria IV (175-163 a.C.). El rey Antioco, que gobernaba
Palestina en ese momento, persiguié cruelmente a los judios
en su esfuerzo por abolir la religion judia y establecer la
cultura y la religion griegas. “El rey envid cartas por
mensajero a Jerusalén ya las ciudades de Juda, ordenandoles
que siguieran costumbres ajenas a su tierra; prohibir
holocaustos, sacrificios y libaciones en el santuario, profanar
los sabados y dias festivos, profanar el santuario y los
ministros sagrados, construir altares, templos y santuarios
paganos, sacrificar cerdos y animales inmundos, dejar a sus
hijos incircuncisos, y a contaminarse con toda clase de
inmundicia y abominacion; para que se olviden de la ley y
cambien todas sus ordenanzas. Cualquiera que se negara a
actuar de acuerdo con el mandato del rey, seria condenado a
muerte” (1 Macabeos 1: 44-50). La primera lectura es un
ejemplo de la persecucion. El cerdo era un alimento
prohibido por la Ley de Moisés. Comer cerdo, entonces, era una sefial del abandono de la fe judia.

La historia mundial esta llena de innumerables persecuciones y martirios cristianos, que llevaron a Tertuliano a
decir: “La sangre de los martires es semilla de la Iglesia”. Actualmente, hay todo tipo de persecuciones a los
cristianos en muchas partes del mundo. Hay lugares donde los cristianos son asesinados. Hay lugares donde los
cristianos se ven obligados a abandonar sus propiedades; u obligados a huir de su patria. Hay lugares a los cristianos
se les niegan sus derechos y privilegios. Hay lugares donde se aplican politicas anticristianas para desalentar la
practica del cristianismo.

Los Libros de los Macabeos son un registro de la resistencia de los judios. Me pregunto, ;cual es el lugar de la
presente generacion de cristianos y sus lideres en la futura historia nacional y mundial? ;Sera una historia de
resistencia y perseverancia en el bien y la defensa de toda vida? ;De resiliencia? ;De triunfo? de crecimiento? ;O
serd una historia de sumision? ;De frivolidad? De todo lo que pasa? ;De la decadencia? Dado que las elecciones
de mitad de periodo se llevan a cabo este martes, ;qué reflejan o representan nuestras elecciones?

La familia judia en la primera lectura eligié6 morir antes que abandonar su fe. ;Qué hay de mi y de mi familia?
(Podemos ser recordados como una persona cristiana ejemplar o una familia cristiana? La firmeza de la familia
judia debe animar a todo cristiano. Muchos de nosotros no seremos condenados a muerte por ser cristianos, pero
seremos constantemente invitados a defender la verdad, la vida, la justicia social, la fe y dar testimonio de Cristo.

Se somete y es arrastrado y sacudido por cada
viento y cada corriente.
