From the Pastor’s Desk

Final Perseverence

The Church’s Liturgical Year ends next Sunday with the celebration of the solemnity of
Our Lord Jesus Christ, the King of the Universe. Like last Sunday, the readings of this
Sunday invite us to continue our reflection on the end of time, judgement, and afterlife.
The Four Last Things, according to the Catechism of the Catholic Church, are “Death,
Judgement, Heaven, and Hell.” Many both in the movie and media world and Scripture
describe the culmination of this period with the word “Armageddon”. This has been tossed
around the media and even out of the mouths of leaders on several occasions these days.
While Armageddon has specific Biblical significance, it is a term that is loosely used to
describe a cataclysmic battle signifying the end of the world. Between the Russian/Ukraine
war and rising concerns with North Korea and China, one can easily wonder if world
tensions are escalating to an alarming fever pitch and coming to a head. Political, religious
and ideological disparities as well as many people giving voice to a general feeling of
discontent with increased acts of violence also cause many to wonder. Does everything
that is happening indicate that the present world, as we know it, is coming to an end? Only
God knows, as the world has faced such periods in different centuries again and again. We
are all called to persevere and remain faithful.

In the first reading, Prophet Malachi re-emphasized some themes that run through the
entire Scripture. First, those who lived wicked lives while on earth would not go
unpunished. Prophet Malachi’s description is frightening, “the day that is coming will set them on fire...” Second, for those who lived righteous
lives, “there will arise the sun of justice with its healing rays.” Jesus spent time detailing what his disciples need to do before the end comes. He
is quite clear that we must remain faithful, face persecution, endure suffering, face wars and insurrections, and give testimony. Jesus firmly
reminds us that everything we have created, no matter how beautiful and durable, will pass away. What is our level of attachment to these earthly
things? Even our houses of worship, shrines, and temples capture our attention and concern more than the One they are meant to honor. Consumed
with all the things we have built and established for ourselves and seeking to preserve them, we forget that we belong to a different kingdom, the
Kingdom of God. Are all these things what we are ultimately called to preserve and serve? We are called to serve and love God, and to serve and
love one another as Jesus loves us. Love has both pleasant and painful paths, and we must embrace the flower and thorns of this Christian love in
order to be saved.

The Gospel is always our guide. We can never tire or lose sight of our vocation to live just lives and be non-violent pursuers of peace. We are
always and everywhere called to act on behalf of the poor, turning our cheek to those who hurt us most. But when powers that are dark, persistent,
strong, and dominant override the path to peace and love that we hold so dear, we have to stand firm and realize whose kingdom we ultimately
serve. Jesus warned us in the Gospel about the emergence of false prophets and fake pastors who would use the various disasters and afflictions
as weapons to frighten and terrorize people. Jesus says, “See that you are not deceived, for many will come in my name, saying, ‘I am he’ and
‘The time has come.” Do not follow them....” They prophesy in Jesus’ name, cast out demons in his name, and do mighty works in his name but
they are agents of the Evil One (Matthew 7:22-23). Nowadays, false prophets and fake pastors (evil doers) are everywhere deceiving, cheating,
abusing, extorting, killing, and stealing from those who do not listen to Jesus” warning. Jesus encourages us that afflictions, disasters, and
persecution should lead to our giving testimony. Jesus says in the Gospel, “By your perseverance you will secure your lives.” For those who
persevere, trials are channels of blessings.

There are people who do not believe that there is life after death, or there is judgement and reward at the end of earthly life. We know the
fundamental truth; our actions have rewards or consequences. Is it not foolishness to exclude this fundamental truth to what happens at the end
of our earthly life? For us who believe the Scripture, since we look towards meeting God at the end of life, and seeing Him as he truly is, let us
make the effort to live a life that will lead us to Him. Unfortunately, some people are afraid or reluctant to reflect about death or make some
necessary preparations concerning their death. Reluctance or fear does not remove the reality which faces all of us; everyone will die, sooner or
later. No one is sure what awaits him or her. Philosopher Martin Heidegger says, “As soon as we are born, we are old enough to die.” Therefore,
getting oneself ready for this reality cannot be over emphasized. Is there a will to be written? Endowments to be made? Please keep St. Mary’s
in mind about this. Are there records to be made straight? Is there information to be shared? Are there property or money to be allocated? Are
there arrangements to be made? Are there issues to be attended to or be resolved? And so on. Physical preparation is, equally, very important so
that at the end of one’s life, those left behind are not left in the dark. Jesus will come at a time nobody knows and when we least expect, all we
can do is to be ready always. May God give us the grace of final perseverance.

Desde el Escritorio del Pastor

Perseverancia Final

El Afio Litargico de la Iglesia concluye el proximo domingo con la celebracion de la solemnidad
de Nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, Rey del Universo. Como el domingo pasado, las lecturas de este
domingo nos invitan a continuar nuestra reflexion sobre el fin de los tiempos, el juicio y el mas
alla. Las Cuatro Ultimas Cosas, segun el Catecismo de la Iglesia Catolica, son “Muerte, Juicio,
Cielo e Infierno”. Muchos, tanto en el mundo del cine y los medios como en las Escrituras,
describen la culminacion de este periodo con la palabra "Armagedén". Esto ha sido lanzado por
los medios e incluso por la boca de los lideres en varias ocasiones en estos dias. Si bien
Armagedon tiene un significado biblico especifico, es un término que se usa libremente para
describir una batalla catastrofica que significa el fin del mundo. Entre la guerra entre Rusia y
Ucrania y las crecientes preocupaciones con Corea del Norte y China, uno puede preguntarse
facilmente si las tensiones mundiales estan escalando a un punto algido alarmante y llegando a
un punto critico. Las disparidades politicas, religiosas e ideologicas, asi como muchas personas
expresando un sentimiento general de descontento con el aumento de los actos de violencia,
también hacen que muchos se pregunten. ;Todo lo que esta sucediendo indica que el mundo
actual, tal como lo conocemos, esta llegando a su fin? Solo Dios sabe, ya que el mundo ha
enfrentado tales periodos en diferentes siglos una y otra vez. Todos estamos llamados a
perseverar y permanecer fieles.

En la primera lectura, el profeta Malaquias volvio a enfatizar algunos temas que atraviesan toda la Escritura. Primero, aquellos que vivieron vidas
inicuas mientras estuvieron en la tierra no quedarian sin castigo. La descripcion del profeta Malaquias es aterradora, “el dia que viene los prendera
fuego...” Segundo, para aquellos que vivieron vidas rectas, “saldra el sol de justicia con sus rayos curativos”. Jests dedicé tiempo a detallar lo
que sus discipulos deben hacer antes de que llegue el fin. El tiene muy claro que debemos permanecer fieles, enfrentar la persecucion, soportar el
sufrimiento, enfrentar guerras e insurrecciones y dar testimonio. Jests nos recuerda con firmeza que todo lo que hemos creado, por hermoso y
duradero que sea, pasara. ;Cual es nuestro nivel de apego a estas cosas terrenales? Incluso nuestras casas de adoracion, santuarios y templos
captan nuestra atencion y nos preocupan mas que Aquel a quien deben honrar. Consumidos con todas las cosas que hemos construido y establecido
para nosotros mismos y buscando preservarlas, olvidamos que pertenecemos a un reino diferente, el Reino de Dios. ;Son todas estas cosas lo que
finalmente estamos llamados a preservar y servir? Estamos llamados a servir y amar a Dios, y a servirnos y amarnos unos a otros como Jests nos
ama. El amor tiene caminos agradables y dolorosos, y debemos abrazar la flor y las espinas de este amor cristiano para poder salvarnos.

El Evangelio es siempre nuestra guia. Nunca podemos cansarnos o perder de vista nuestra vocacion de vivir vidas justas y ser buscadores de paz
no violentos. Siempre y en todas partes estamos llamados a actuar en favor de los pobres, dando la mejilla a quienes mas nos lastiman. Pero
cuando los poderes que son oscuros, persistentes, fuertes y dominantes anulan el camino hacia la paz y el amor que tanto apreciamos, tenemos
que mantenernos firmes y darnos cuenta de a quién servimos en ultima instancia. Jests nos advirtié en el Evangelio sobre el surgimiento de falsos
profetas y falsos pastores que usarian los diversos desastres y aflicciones como armas para asustar y aterrorizar a la gente. Jests dice: "Mirad que
no os engafiéis, porque vendran muchos en mi nombre, diciendo: 'Yo soy' y 'El tiempo ha llegado'. No los sigéis...". Profetizan en el nombre de
Jesus, en su nombre echan fuera demonios, y en su nombre hacen milagros, pero son agentes del Maligno (Mateo 7:22-23). Hoy en dia, los falsos
profetas y los falsos pastores (hacedores de maldad) estan por todas partes engafiando, estafando, abusando, extorsionando, matando y robando a
aquellos que no escuchan la advertencia de Jesus. Jests nos anima a que las aflicciones, los desastres y la persecucion nos lleven a dar testimonio.
Jesus dice en el Evangelio: “Con vuestra perseverancia aseguraréis vuestra vida”. Para los que perseveran, las pruebas son canales de bendiciones.

Hay gente que no cree que haya vida después de la muerte, ni que haya juicio y recompensa al final de la vida terrenal. Conocemos la verdad
fundamental; nuestras acciones tienen recompensas o consecuencias. /No es una locura excluir esta verdad fundamental de lo que sucede al final
de nuestra vida terrenal? Nosotros que creemos en la Escritura, puesto que miramos hacia el encuentro con Dios al final de la vida, y viéndolo
como realmente es, hagamos el esfuerzo de vivir una vida que nos lleve a El. Desafortunadamente, algunas personas tienen miedo o son reacias
a reflexionar sobre la muerte o hacer los preparativos necesarios con respecto a su muerte. La desgana o el miedo no eliminan la realidad que nos
enfrenta a todos; todos moriran, tarde o temprano. Nadie esta seguro de lo que le espera. El filosofo Martin Heidegger dice: “Tan pronto como
nacemos, tenemos la edad suficiente para morir”. Por lo tanto, no se puede dejar de enfatizar el prepararse para esta realidad. ;Existe un testamento
por escrito? ;Dotaciones a realizar? Tenga en cuenta a St. Mary's al respecto. jHay registros que se deben corregir? ;Hay informacion para
compartir? jHay propiedades o dinero que asignar? ;Hay que hacer arreglos? ;Hay asuntos que atender o resolver? Y asi. La preparacion fisica
es, igualmente, muy importante para que al final de la vida, los que quedan no queden a oscuras. Jesus vendra en un momento que nadie sabe y
cuando menos lo esperamos, lo Ginico que podemos hacer es estar preparados siempre. Que Dios nos dé la gracia de la perseverancia final.
