From the Pastor’s Desk

Pray for Peace and Harmony

Last weekend we lit the first candle of Advent, which is the candle of
Hope. We all put our hope in God, to grant us the fruits of this season and
salvation in celebrating and awaiting the two coming of our Lord Jesus
Christ. Today, we light the second purple candle called the Candle of
Peace. During the second week of our Advent journey, we pray for peace
in our hearts, in our homes, in our communities, in our society, in our
church, in our country, and in our world. Jesus Christ, whose birthday we
are preparing to celebrate, is the Prince of Peace (Isaiah 9:6). We pray for
the resolution of conflicts in families and the conversion of those who
cause violence in our society, and those who cause wars in our world.

In the first reading, the prophet Isaiah presents an imagery of the harmony
that exists where there is peace: “Then the wolf shall be a guest of the
lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the young goat; the calf and the
young lion shall browse together, with a little child to guide them. The
cow and the bear shall graze, together their young shall lie down; the lion
shall eat hay like the ox. The baby shall play by the viper’s den, and the
child lay his hand on the adder’s lair. They shall not harm or destroy on all
my holy mountain; for the earth shall be filled with knowledge of the Lord, as water covers the sea.” The above imagery can
be interpreted to mean that God has blessed us with different strengths, talents, gifts, charisms, temperaments, feelings, desires,
colors, races, tribes, resources, and so on. Each of the blessings should be for helping, supporting, and building up of one
another. God’s blessings are never for harming or destroying others. Unfortunately, all around us, we experience the harm
and the destruction done to humanity by human beings. We pray for victims of violence and war. We pray for God’s
intervention and restoration of peace and harmony.

St. Paul prays for peace in the second reading, “May the God of endurance and encouragement grant you to think harmony
with one another, in keeping with Jesus Christ, that with one accord you may with one voice glorify God and Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ. Welcome one another, then, as Christ welcomed you, for the glory of God.” Note carefully the way St.
Paul expresses the same message of peace: “think harmony,” “with one accord,” “with one voice,” and “welcome one
another.” May we all experience that harmony with God and one another this Advent Christmas season. Please take the
opportunity to go for the Sacrament of Reconciliation during this period, participate in the Holy Eucharist more frequently
and be more charitable.

Desde el Escritorio del Pastor

Oren por la Paz y la Armonia

El fin de semana pasado encendimos la primera vela de Adviento, que es la vela de
la Esperanza. Todos ponemos nuestra esperanza en Dios, para que nos conceda los
frutos de este tiempo y la salvacion al celebrar y esperar las dos venidas de nuestro
Sefior Jesucristo. Hoy encendemos la segunda vela morada llamada Vela de la Paz.
Durante la segunda semana de nuestra jornada de Adviento, oramos por la paz en
nuestros corazones, en nuestros hogares, en nuestras comunidades, en nuestra
sociedad, en nuestra iglesia, en nuestro pais y en nuestro mundo. Jesucristo, cuyo
cumpleafios nos preparamos a celebrar, es el Principe de la Paz (Isaias 9:6). Oramos
por la resolucion de los conflictos en las familias y la conversion de los que
provocan la violencia en nuestra sociedad, y los que provocan las guerras en nuestro
mundo.

En la primera lectura, el profeta [saias presenta una imagen de la armonia que existe
donde hay paz: “Entonces el lobo sera huésped del cordero, y el leopardo se echara
con el cabrito; el becerro y el leoncillo paceran juntos, con un nifio pequefio que
los guie. La vaca y el oso paceran, juntos se echaran sus crias; el ledn comera heno como el buey. El nifio jugara junto a la
guarida de la vibora, y el nifio pondré su mano en la guarida de la vibora. No haran dafio ni destruirdn en todo mi santo monte;
porque la tierra se llenara del conocimiento del Sefior, como las aguas cubren el mar.” La imagen anterior puede interpretarse
en el sentido de que Dios nos ha bendecido con diferentes fortalezas, talentos, dones, carismas, temperamentos, sentimientos,
deseos, colores, razas, tribus, recursos, etc. Cada una de las bendiciones debe ser para ayudar, apoyar y edificar unos a otros.
Las bendiciones de Dios nunca son para dafiar o destruir a otros. Desafortunadamente, a nuestro alrededor, experimentamos
el dafio y la destruccion causados a la humanidad por los seres humanos. Oramos por las victimas de la violencia y la guerra.
Oramos por la intervencion de Dios y la restauracion de la paz y la armonia.

San Pablo ora por la paz en la segunda lectura: “Que el Dios de la paciencia y del consuelo os conceda pensar en armonia
unos con otros, conforme a Jesucristo, para que unanimes a una voz glorifiquéis a Dios y Padre de nuestro Sefior. Jesucristo.
Acogeos, pues, como Cristo 0s acogio a vosotros, para la gloria de Dios». Note cuidadosamente la forma en que San Pablo
expresa el mismo mensaje de paz: “pensar en la armonia”, “unanimes”, “con una sola voz” y “acogeos unos a otros”. Que
todos experimentemos esa armonia con Dios y con los demas en esta temporada navidefia de Adviento. Aproveche la
oportunidad de ir al Sacramento de la Reconciliacion durante este periodo, participe en la Sagrada Eucaristia con mas

frecuencia y sea mas caritativo.
