From the Pastor’s Desk

Why We Celebrate Mary, Mother of God

Why is Mary called the Mother of God? The Catechism of the
Catholic Church (495) teaches: “Called in the Gospels ‘the mother of
Jesus,” Mary is acclaimed by Elizabeth, at the prompting of the Spirit
and even before the birth of her Son, as ‘the mother of my Lord.” In
fact, the One whom she conceived by the Holy Spirit, who truly
became her Son, was none other than the Father's eternal Son, the
second Person of the Holy Trinity. Hence the Church confesses that
Mary is truly ‘Mother of God’".

When was Mary declared the mother of God? She was declared the
Mother of God (Theotokos) in 431 AD at the Council of Ephesus.

When did the Church decide that Mary was the Mother of God? The
Gospels teach that He whom we call Jesus Christ was true God and
true man. St. John tells us that “the Word became flesh and dwelt
among us” (John 1:14). St. Ignatius of Antioch, on his way to his
martyrdom in Rome in 107 A.D., wrote to the Ephesians insisting on
it, “For our God, Jesus Christ, was, according to the appointment of
God, conceived in the womb by Mary, of the seed of David, but by the Holy Spirit”. As with most Church dogmas, the
teaching is already present in Revelation, enters ordinary teaching, but becomes a dogma only when there is serious
opposition to believing it, or error in expressing it. In this case, the Council of Ephesus declared the dogma to settle the
Christological controversy created by Nestorius.

Why is Mary called Theotokos? The Greek word Theotokos used by the Council of Ephesus means "God-bearer." In
the period leading up to the Council in 431, Nestorius, the Archbishop of Constantinople, tried to argue that Mary was
only Christotokos, meaning “Birth Giver of Christ.” This implied that Jesus could be divided—with Mary as the mother
of Christ as man, but not the mother of a Divine Person who became man. The Council rejected this notion and declared
Mary the Theotokos, the “God-bearer,” and not merely the Christotokos.

Do Catholics worship Mary? No, Catholics only worship the Triune God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. It would, in
fact, be sinful to worship Mary. Theologians call divine worship latria, or the adoration due only to God. Unfortunately,
the English word “worship” doesn’t convey the subtlety of the Latin used by the Church. The theological term dulia,
from the Latin word for service, is the reverence and respect owed to all the faithful servants of God. Yet, Mary is not
just any other saint. She is the God-bearer, the true Ark of the Covenant, the one that is “full of grace”. For all these
reasons, the Church renders to Mary an honor that is greater than is given to all the saints and angels, but not the worship
due to God alone.

6. Donuts and Dogma will resume on Sunday, January §, at 10:00 am. We will hear from ordinary people whose lives have
been radically moved by Jesus Christ in a series called ‘Restored’.

7. The office will be closed on January 2. The office will re-open on January 5.

Por qué celebramos a Maria, Madre de Dios

JPor qué a Maria se le llama Madre de Dios? El Catecismo de la
Iglesia Catolica (495) ensefia: “Llamada en los Evangelios 'la madre
de Jesus', Maria es aclamada por Isabel, impulsada por el Espiritu y
aun antes del nacimiento de su Hijo, como 'la madre de mi Sefior.» En
efecto, Aquel a quien ella concibi6 por obra del Espiritu Santo, que
verdaderamente se hizo Hijo suyo, no era otro que el Hijo eterno del
Padre, la segunda Persona de la Santisima Trinidad. Por eso la Iglesia
confiesa que Maria es verdaderamente 'Madre de Dios"'.

¢ Cudndo fue declarada Maria madre de Dios? Fue declarada Madre
de Dios (Theotokos) en el afio 431 dC en el Concilio de Efeso.

¢ Cudndo decidio la Iglesia que Maria era la Madre de Dios? 1os
Evangelios ensefian que Aquel a quien llamamos Jesucristo fue
verdadero Dios y verdadero hombre. San Juan nos dice que “el Verbo
se hizo carne y habitd entre nosotros” (Juan 1:14). San Ignacio de
Antioquia, en camino a su martirio en Roma en el afio 107 d.C.,
escribio a los Efesios insistiendo en ello: “Porque nuestro Dios,
Jesucristo, fue, segun el designio de Dios, concebido en el vientre de
Maria, de la simiente de David, sino por el Espiritu Santo”. Como
ocurre con la mayoria de los dogmas de la Iglesia, la ensefianza ya estd presente en Apocalipsis, entra en la ensefianza
ordinaria, pero se convierte en dogma solo cuando existe una seria oposicion a creerlo, o un error al expresarlo. En este caso,
el Concilio de Efeso declaré el dogma para dirimir la controversia cristologica creada por Nestorio.

JPor qué Maria se llama Theotokos? La palabra griega Theotokos utilizada por el Concilio de Efeso significa "portador de
Dios". En el periodo previo al Concilio en 431, Nestorio, el arzobispo de Constantinopla, traté de argumentar que Maria era
solo Christotokos, que significa “Dador de nacimiento de Cristo”. Esto implicaba que Jests podia dividirse, con Maria como
la madre de Cristo como hombre, pero no como la madre de una Persona divina que se hizo hombre. El Concilio rechaz6 esta
nocion y declar6 a Maria la Theotokos, la “portadora de Dios”, y no simplemente la Christotokos.

¢ Los catolicos adoran a Maria? No, los catolicos solo adoran al Dios Uno y Trino: Padre, Hijo y Espiritu Santo. De hecho,
seria pecaminoso adorar a Maria. Los tedlogos llaman al culto divino latria, o la adoracion debida s6lo a Dios.
Desafortunadamente, la palabra en inglés “adoracion” no transmite la sutileza del latin usado por la Iglesia. El término
teologico dulia, de la palabra latina para servicio, es la reverencia y el respeto que se debe a todos los fieles servidores de
Dios. Sin embargo, Maria no es cualquier otra santa. Ella es la portadora de Dios, la verdadera Arca de la Alianza, la “llena
de gracia”. Por todas estas razones, la Iglesia rinde a Maria un honor mayor que el que se da a todos los santos y angeles, pero
no el culto debido s6lo a Dios.
