From the Pastor’s Desk

Turn the Other Cheek?

We are all called to respond to the needs of our brothers and sisters both here in our
parish and in the diocese. Yet most of us are not able to drop everything and work
for the Church. Most of us are not qualified to provide such services as counseling,
refugee resettlement, adoption, natural family planning, prison ministry, sacramental
preparation, and many more. But we can respond through financial contributions
which support the work of the Church in areas such as these. Our parish serves as
our gathering point where we are helped to practice and strengthen our faith. It is at
the parish level where we reach out in love and mercy to our fellow parishioners so
that they feel God’s love and hear His word. There are Diocesan ministries that have
a direct impact on us here at St. Mary: Faith formation, youth ministry, lay ministry
training, marriage preparation, elder ministry. Yet this must not stop at the
boundaries of our parish. While we are part of a parish, we are also part of our
Diocesan Church and the Universal Church. It is at the Diocesan level where we can
reach out to share the gifts we have been given with thousands whom we could never
reach in our parish alone; such as seminarian education, permanent diaconate,
housing ministry, counseling, adoption, etc.)

The purpose of the Diocesan Support Appeal (DSA) is to help provide the annual
funding necessary to carry out the mission of our diocese — namely to fulfill our call to “grow ever more perfectly into a community of
praise, worship and witness, and to become a leaven of service and sign of peace through love in the Piedmont and Western North
Carolina.” The theme of the 2023 DSA is “To Serve is to Love.” This is a shining reminder and an opportunity to put our faith into action
to help others. It also beautifully reminds us of the mission of the ministries supported by the DSA, and what they do for thousands of our
brothers and sisters across western North Carolina. The goal for the 2023 DSA is $6,526,380. Each parish is assessed a portion of this
goal. Our Parish goal is $19,623.

One of the primary ways to reach our goal is through education and increased donor participation. We provide bulletin reminders, pulpit
announcements, and bulletin inserts that focus on making us more aware of the work done by the personnel in the ministries funded by
the DSA. The article in the February 3 issue of the Catholic News Herald also provided a good overview. The DSA provides support for
the ministries listed above and shown on the video we watched two weeks ago. Some of these ministries provide services beyond the
scope of individual parishes and some exist for the sole purpose of assisting parishes in their own missions to teach, evangelize and serve.

The first reading states, “You shall not bear hatred for your brother in your heart.” If we have drawn from God’s holiness, we will not
have hate in us. 1 John 3:9 says, “No one who is begotten by God commits sin [bears hatred], because God’s seed remains in him.” Jesus
encouraged us last Sunday, “Go first and reconcile with your brother/sister, and then come to offer your gift;” for God detests the gift of
the angry person and the unforgiving person (Proverbs 15:8). 1 John 3:15 tells us, “Everyone who hates a brother or a sister is a murderer.”
The first reading continues, “Take no revenge and cherish no grudges against any of your people.” St. Paul advises us, “Beloved, do not
look for revenge but leave room for the wrath; for it is written, ‘Vengeance is mine, I will repay, says the Lord””” (Romans 12:19).

In today’s gospel, Jesus nullifies the Mosaic Law that permitted a protective and proportional retaliation or punishment on an offender,
“An eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth” (Exodus 21:24). Rather, Jesus tells us to offer no resistance to an evil person, to turn the other
cheek, to hand over one’s cloak, and to go the extra mile (Matthew 5:38-41). Sometimes, we have a hard time understanding this radical
teaching of Jesus. The following suggestions may help: (1) We are to take the path of peace and reconciliation; (2) We are not to take the
path of revenge and retaliation by repaying evil with evil, but treat with kindness those who hate us; (3) We are to forgive those who
offend us; (4) We are to pray for those who offend us.

2 Pon la Otra Mejilla?

Todos estamos llamados a responder a las necesidades de nuestros hermanos y hermanas
tanto aqui en nuestra parroquia como en la didcesis. Sin embargo, la mayoria de nosotros
no podemos dejarlo todo y trabajar para la Iglesia. La mayoria de nosotros no estamos
calificados para brindar servicios tales como consejeria, reasentamiento de refugiados,
adopcion, planificacion familiar natural, ministerio penitenciario, preparacion
sacramental y muchos més. Pero podemos responder a través de contribuciones
financieras que apoyan el trabajo de la Iglesia en areas como estas. Nuestra parroquia
sirve como nuestro punto de reuniéon donde se nos ayuda a practicar y fortalecer nuestra
fe. Es a nivel parroquial donde nos acercamos con amor y misericordia a nuestros
compafieros feligreses para que sientan el amor de Dios y escuchen Su palabra. Hay
ministerios diocesanos que tienen un impacto directo sobre nosotros aqui en St. Mary:
formacion en la fe, ministerio juvenil, capacitacion para el ministerio laico, preparacion
para el matrimonio, ministerio para ancianos. Sin embargo, esto no debe detenerse en
los limites de nuestra parroquia. Si bien somos parte de una parroquia, también somos
parte de nuestra Iglesia Diocesana y de la Iglesia Universal. Es a nivel diocesano donde
podemos acercarnos para compartir los dones que se nos han dado con miles a quienes
nunca podriamos alcanzar solos en nuestra parroquia; tales como educacion de
seminaristas, diaconado permanente, ministerio de vivienda, consejeria, adopcion, etc.)

El proposito de la Solicitud de Apoyo Diocesano (DSA) es ayudar a proporcionar los fondos anuales necesarios para llevar a cabo la mision de
nuestra diocesis, es decir, cumplir con nuestro llamado a “crecer cada vez mas perfectamente en una comunidad de alabanza, adoracion y
testimonio, y para conviértete en levadura de servicio y signo de paz a través del amor en Piedmont y el oeste de Carolina del Norte”. El tema de
la DSA 2023 es "Servir es amar". Este es un recordatorio brillante y una oportunidad para poner nuestra fe en accion para ayudar a los demas.
También nos recuerda maravillosamente la mision de los ministerios apoyados por DSA y lo que hacen por miles de nuestros hermanos y hermanas
en el oeste de Carolina del Norte. La meta para el DSA de 2023 es $6,526,380. A cada parroquia se le asigna una porcion de esta meta. Nuestra
meta parroquial es $19,623.

Una de las formas principales de alcanzar nuestra meta es a través de la educacion y una mayor participacion de los donantes. Brindamos
recordatorios para boletines, anuncios de pulpito e insertos para boletines que se enfocan en hacernos mas conscientes del trabajo realizado por
el personal en los ministerios financiados por DSA. El articulo en la edicion del 3 de febrero del Catholic News Herald también proporcion6 una
buena vision general. La DSA brinda apoyo a los ministerios enumerados anteriormente y que se muestran en el video que vimos hace dos
semanas. Algunos de estos ministerios brindan servicios mas alla del alcance de las parroquias individuales y algunos existen con el tnico
proposito de ayudar a las parroquias en sus propias misiones de ensefiar, evangelizar y servir.

La primera lectura dice: “No guardaras en tu corazon odio a tu hermano”. Si hemos bebido de la santidad de Dios, no tendremos odio en nosotros.
1 Juan 3:9 dice: “Ninguno que es engendrado por Dios comete pecado [tiene odio], porque la simiente de Dios permanece en ¢é1”. Jestis nos animd
el domingo pasado: “Ve primero y reconciliate con tu hermano/hermana, y luego ven a ofrecer tu ofrenda”; porque Dios detesta el don de la
persona airada y la persona que no perdona (Proverbios 15:8). 1 Juan 3:15 nos dice: “Todo el que aborrece a un hermano o a una hermana es
homicida”. La primera lectura continta: “No te vengues ni guardes rencor contra ninguno de los tuyos”. San Pablo nos aconseja: “Amados, no
busquéis venganza sino dejad lugar a la ira; porque escrito estd: Mia es la venganza, yo pagaré, dice el Sefior” (Romanos 12:19).

En el evangelio de hoy, Jesus anula la Ley Mosaica que permitia una represalia o castigo protector y proporcional sobre un ofensor, “Ojo por ojo
y diente por diente” (Exodo 21:24). Més bien, Jests nos dice que no ofrezcamos resistencia a una persona malvada, que pongamos la otra mejilla,
que entreguemos la capa y que hagamos un esfuerzo adicional (Mateo 5: 38-41). A veces, nos cuesta entender esta enseflanza radical de Jesus.
Las siguientes sugerencias pueden ayudar: (1) Debemos tomar el camino de la paz y la reconciliacion; (2) No debemos tomar el camino de la
venganza y el desquite pagando mal por mal, sino tratar con bondad a los que nos odian; (3) Debemos perdonar a los que nos ofenden; (4)
Debemos orar por aquellos que nos ofenden.
