From the Pastor’s Desk

A Taste of God’s Glory

Abram was 75 years old when God called him to begin a new journey and a new life. The call of
Abram also means that it is never too late to bloom. Seniors who are psychologically young at heart,
in mind and spirit have a more positive attitude towards life than young people who are old-aged at
heart, in mind and in spirit. There is some truth in the saying, “Age is a state of mind.” This story
may inspire someone:

Madeline Adams enrolled at the University of Nebraska at Omaha in the 1960’s but dropped out to
raise a family. After three children and career changes that took her from Missouri to Hawaii to
Texas, retirement age had crept up on her. Instead of sitting idle, her children returned the favor and
inspired her to finish what she started so many years ago. The nearly 1,000 miles that separated
Madeline at her home in Galveston, Texas from UNO’s campus proved not to be an obstacle.
UNO’s online courses made it easy for her to work toward a bachelor degree in criminal justice. In
2020, Madeline, at 80, achieved her goal of earning a degree at the same place her academic journey
began about 60 years before. Her story serves as proof to thousands that it is never too late to finish
what you start. In the same way it’s never too late to finish or respond to a goal or call that God has
set for you.

Jesus provides us with moments of joy and consolation on our journey of faith to sustain us through the dark valleys. Jesus leads Peter, James,
and John up a mountain and reveals to them His glory as the only Son of the Father. This, now, was an opportunity to see for themselves the
divine glory of Jesus hidden in His humanity. There was a specific reason why Jesus did this. He wanted to give them a glimpse of His resurrection
so they would desire it enough to endure His passion and death, and to endure the demands that Jesus would place on them. Remember, it was
Peter, James, and John who would also go up to the Mount of Olives with Jesus as he suffered the agony in the garden. For them to accomplish
all this, they would need something to hold on to, a memory of Jesus' glory to sustain them along the way. And so, Jesus' transfiguration gives
the apostles a taste of the future resurrection to help them accept the suffering and shame of the cross. The same way in our prayers and spiritual
relationship with God, He gives us moments of joyful consolations, to help us cope with trials of desolations when they do occur.

Paul encourages us in the second reading, "Bear your share of the hardships which the gospel entails." Jesus is asking a lot of us as well. Unlike
the apostles, we have never seen Jesus, yet He expects us to accept Him as Savior and Lord. To each of us, like Abraham and the Apostles, He
has given a certain mission which He expects us to undertake. Be it in our family, among friends, places of work, in schools, politically or in the
Church. Whether our mission is to be a good parent, a good student, a good spouse or a good priest or deacon, we need help, especially when we
encounter hardships. For us to be faithful to Jesus and to the mission He's called us to, we need small glimpses of his glory. We need to be
encouraged by periods of consolation. One moment of consolation, and brief glimpse of God’s love, peace and joy in 1994 while in my second
year in the Major Seminary, has seared itself in my memory, and remained a source of strength and encouragement throughout every trial,
desolation, loss and difficulty | have ever gone through after. Every time we read the gospel of the Transfiguration or celebrate it, | do remember
that inexplainable joy and consolation, and that memory renews me.

God is revealing to us His glory in the face of Christ so that our desire to know and love Him will be greater than any difficulty we may face on
our journey of faith. Peter, James, and John were privileged to see for themselves Jesus transfigured in glory. We must hold on to less dramatic
manifestations of Jesus' presence in our lives as a small taste already on earth of the life that we will share with Jesus in heaven. Nowhere is this
more evident than in the Eucharist. Bread and wine are transformed into the Body and Blood of Christ to give us on earth a taste of the intimacy
we will have with God in heaven. Through the Eucharist, Jesus is really present among us and within us. We hold on to that small taste of future
glory to sustain us during the hardships which come with living the gospel message of love. And we claim it as a promise that one day that glory
will be ours with Jesus at the end of time. The theme of our Lenten Mission this month is “Presence” from the Formed Parish Mission video
presentation on Jesus’s real presence in the Eucharist. (Reference Douglas Sousa, S.T.L. and Martin Eke, MSP)

Desde el Escritorio del Pastor

Un Sabor de la Gloria de Dios

Abram tenia 75 afios cuando Dios lo llamd para comenzar un nuevo viaje y una nueva vida. La llamada
de Abram también significa que nunca es demasiado tarde para florecer. Las personas mayores que son
psicologicamente jovenes de corazon, mente y espiritu tienen una actitud mas positiva hacia la vida que
los jovenes que son ancianos de corazén, mente y espiritu. Hay algo de verdad en el dicho: “La edad es
un estado mental”. Esta historia puede inspirar a alguien:

Madeline Adams se matricul6 en la Universidad de Nebraska en Omaha en la década de 1960, pero la
abandond para formar una familia. Después de tres hijos y cambios de carrera que la llevaron de
Missouri a Hawai a Texas, la edad de jubilacion se le habia adelantado. En lugar de quedarse sin hacer
nada, sus hijos le devolvieron el favor y la inspiraron a terminar lo que habia comenzado hace tantos
afios. Las casi 1,000 millas que separaban a Madeline en su casa en Galveston, Texas, del campus de
UNO demostraron no ser un obstaculo. Los cursos en linea de UNO le facilitaron trabajar para obtener
una licenciatura en justicia penal. En 2020, Madeline, a los 80 afios, logré su objetivo de obtener un
titulo en el mismo lugar donde comenzo su viaje académico unos 60 afios antes. Su historia sirve como
prueba para miles de que nunca es demasiado tarde para terminar lo que empiezas. De la misma manera
nunca es tarde para terminar o responder a una meta o llamado que Dios te ha puesto.

Jestis nos brinda momentos de alegria y consuelo en nuestro camino de fe para sostenernos a través de los valles oscuros. Jesus lleva a Pedro, Santiago y
Juan a una montafia y les revela su gloria como el tnico Hijo del Padre. Esta, ahora, era una oportunidad para ver por si mismos la gloria divina de Jesus
escondida en su humanidad. Habia una razén especifica por la que Jesus hizo esto. Queria darles un vistazo de Su resurreccion para que la desearan lo
suficiente como para soportar Su pasion y muerte, y para soportar las demandas que el ministerio con Jesus les impondria. Recuerde, fueron Pedro,
Santiago y Juan quienes también subieron al Monte de los Olivos con Jesus mientras sufria la agonia en el jardin. Para que puedan lograr todo esto,
necesitarian algo a lo que aferrarse, un recuerdo de la gloria de Jests que los sostenga en el camino. Y asi, la transfiguracion de Jesus les da a los apostoles
una muestra de la futura resurreccion para ayudarlos a aceptar el sufrimiento y la vergiienza de la cruz. De la misma manera en nuestras oraciones y
relacion espiritual con Dios, El nos regala momentos de gozosos consuelos, para ayudarnos a sobrellevar las pruebas desoladoras cuando se presenten.

Pablo nos anima en la segunda lectura: "Soportad vuestra parte de las penalidades que conlleva el evangelio". Jesus también nos esta pidiendo mucho a
nosotros. A diferencia de los apéstoles, nunca hemos visto a Jesus, pero El espera que lo aceptemos como Salvador y Sefior. A cada uno de nosotros,
como Abraham y los Apdstoles, nos ha dado una determinada misién que espera que asumamos. Ya sea en nuestra familia, entre amigos, lugares de
trabajo, en las escuelas, politicamente o en la Iglesia. Ya sea que nuestra mision sea ser un buen padre, un buen estudiante, un buen cényuge o un buen
sacerdote o didcono, necesitamos ayuda, especialmente cuando enfrentamos dificultades. Para que seamos fieles a Jeslis ya la mision a la que nos ha
llamado, necesitamos pequeiios destellos de su gloria. Necesitamos ser alentados por periodos de consolacion. Un momento de consuelo y breve vislumbre
del amor, la paz y la alegria de Dios en 1994, mientras cursaba mi segundo aflo en el Seminario Mayor, se ha grabado a fuego en mi memoria y ha sido
una fuente de fortaleza y aliento a lo largo de cada prueba, desolacion, pérdida y dificultad por la que he pasado después. Cada vez que leemos el evangelio
de la Transfiguracion o lo celebramos, recuerdo ese gozo y consuelo inexplicables, y ese recuerdo me renueva.

Dios nos esta revelando Su gloria en el rostro de Cristo para que nuestro deseo de conocerlo y amarlo sea mayor que cualquier dificultad que podamos
enfrentar en nuestro camino de fe. Pedro, Santiago y Juan tuvieron el privilegio de ver por si mismos a Jesus transfigurado en gloria. Debemos aferrarnos
a manifestaciones menos dramaticas de la presencia de Jesus en nuestras vidas como una pequefla muestra ya en la tierra de la vida que compartiremos
con Jesus en el cielo.
