Come Holy Spirit 
 
The Church was conceived when Jesus said to Peter, “You are the rock, upon 
you I will build my Church” (Matthew 16:18). But the Church was born on 
Pentecost Sunday with the descent of the Holy Spirit on the apostles and 
empowered them to witness Christ. 
Among the Jews in the Old Testament, the feast of Pentecost was when Jewish 
pilgrims gathered in Jerusalem from various parts of the world: Europe, Asia, 
and Africa to celebrate the festival of thanksgiving for the first fruits of their 
harvest (Numbers 28:26). While the crowds were celebrating, the apostles were 
in the upper room and stayed in prayer. 
 
We read in the first reading, “Now there were devout Jews from every nation 
under heaven staying in Jerusalem. At this sound, they gathered in a large 
crowd, but they were confused because each one heard them speaking in his 
own language. They were astounded, and in amazement they asked, ‘Are not all these people who are speaking Galileans?’” The 
miracle is that God transmitted the message of the apostles in Aramaic to the understanding of those who spoke other languages. 
In Genesis, God used language to disperse the builders of the Tower of Babel (Genesis: 11:1-9). During the descent of the Holy 
Spirit on Pentecost, God used language to unite all peoples. Jesus Christ is not only the name; he is also the language that unites 
humanity. St. Paul writes that Jesus came to break down barriers of disunity and hostilities to create “one new humanity” 
(Ephesians 2:16). Among the gifts of the Holy Spirit, according to St. Paul (1 Corinthians 12:9-10, 28) are varieties of tongues 
and interpretation of tongues. The Catholic Church has the fullness of these gifts and is able to speak every tongue and interpret 
every tongue in the world. 
One of the lessons of the events of the Tower of Babel and Pentecost Sunday is that what we communicate has the power to 
build or destroy, unite or scatter, and give life or take life. The gift of tongue is at its fullness when the tongue utters what builds, 
unites, and gives life. What is the effect of your tongue? 
The Holy Spirit in some people is either inactive or minimally active. Some people, although have received the Sacraments of 
Baptism, Confirmation, Reconciliation, Holy Communion, and may have received some other Sacraments, are like the believers 
in Ephesus whom Paul asked, ‘“Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you became believers?’ They answered him, ‘We have 
never even heard that there is a Holy Spirit’” (Acts 19:2). The celebration of Pentecost Sunday is a prayer for our individual 
Pentecost experience, to be renewed, remolded where need be, re-empowered by the Holy Spirit. St. Paul urges us, “I invite you 
to fan into flame the gift of God you received through the laying on of my hands” (2 Timothy 1:6). May the Holy Spirit, 
enlighten our minds and strengthen our wills. Amen!

From the Pastor’s Desk 



 

Ven Espíritu Santo 

La Iglesia fue concebida cuando Jesús le dijo a Pedro: “Tú eres la roca, sobre 
ti edificaré mi Iglesia” (Mateo 16:18). Pero la Iglesia nació el domingo de 
Pentecostés con la venida del Espíritu Santo sobre los apóstoles y les dio 
poder para dar testimonio de Cristo. 

Entre los judíos del Antiguo Testamento, la fiesta de Pentecostés era cuando 
los peregrinos judíos se reunían en Jerusalén de varias partes del mundo: 
Europa, Asia y África para celebrar la fiesta de acción de gracias por las 
primicias de su cosecha (Números 28:26). ). Mientras la multitud celebraba, 
los apóstoles estaban en el aposento alto y permanecían en oración. 

Leemos en la primera lectura: “Estaban en Jerusalén judíos piadosos de todas 
las naciones bajo el cielo. A este sonido se juntaron en gran multitud, pero se 
confundieron porque cada uno los oía hablar en su propia lengua. Estaban 
atónitos, y asombrados preguntaban: ¿No son galileos todos estos que hablan? El milagro es que Dios transmitió el mensaje de 
los apóstoles en arameo al entendimiento de los que hablaban otras lenguas. En Génesis, Dios usó el lenguaje para dispersar a 
los constructores de la Torre de Babel (Génesis: 11:1-9). Durante la venida del Espíritu Santo en Pentecostés, Dios usó el 
lenguaje para unir a todos los pueblos. Jesucristo no es sólo el nombre; es también el lenguaje que une a la humanidad. San 
Pablo escribe que Jesús vino a derribar las barreras de la desunión y las hostilidades para crear “una nueva humanidad” (Efesios 
2:16). Entre los dones del Espíritu Santo, según San Pablo (1 Corintios 12:9-10, 28) están la variedad de lenguas y la 
interpretación de lenguas. La Iglesia Católica tiene la plenitud de estos dones y es capaz de hablar todas las lenguas e interpretar 
todas las lenguas del mundo. 

Una de las lecciones de los eventos de la Torre de Babel y el Domingo de Pentecostés es que lo que comunicamos tiene el poder 
de construir o destruir, unir o dispersar, y dar vida o quitar vida. El don de lengua está en su plenitud cuando la lengua pronuncia 
lo que edifica, une y da vida. ¿Cuál es el efecto de tu lengua? 

El Espíritu Santo en algunas personas está inactivo o mínimamente activo. Algunas personas, aunque han recibido los 
sacramentos del Bautismo, la Confirmación, la Reconciliación, la Sagrada Comunión y pueden haber recibido algunos otros 
Sacramentos, son como los creyentes en Éfeso a quienes Pablo les preguntó: '¿Recibieron el Espíritu Santo cuando se hicieron 
creyentes?' Ellos le respondieron: 'Nunca hemos oído que haya un Espíritu Santo'” (Hechos 19:2). La celebración del Domingo 
de Pentecostés es una oración para que nuestra experiencia individual de Pentecostés sea renovada, remodelada donde sea 
necesario, fortalecida por el Espíritu Santo. San Pablo nos exhorta: “Te invito a avivar el fuego del don de Dios que recibiste por 
la imposición de mis manos” (2 Timoteo 1:6). Que el Espíritu Santo ilumine nuestra mente y fortalezca nuestra voluntad. 
¡Amén!
