From the Pastor’s Desk

As we prepare for the celebration of the Sacrament of Confirmation for 17 of our young
brothers and sisters, the Church in the first reading of the seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary time
presents to us the person of Solomon. Solomon was a young man when he became the king of
Israel. In his dream, God said to him, “Ask something of me, and I will give it to you.” Solomon
replied, “...I am a mere youth, not knowing at all how to act...Give your servant, therefore, an
understanding heart to judge your people and to distinguish right from wrong.” As Christians
and especially our Confirmandi, you should pray for the gifts of the Holy Spirit, of which
Wisdom, understanding and discernment which Solomon asked for are part of. God liked what
Solomon asked for, because he was able to rise above his personal or selfish wants and desires.
Strive to build a relationship with the Holy Spirit who draws us closer to Jesus Christ in the
Eucharist.

Solomon’s prayer reminds us Matthew 6:33, “Seek first the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and all these things will be
given you besides.” Different versions of Solomon’s prayer in various Bible translations bring out the depth and power of the
prayer, let's look at three of them: - Give your servant an understanding heart... to distinguish right from wrong (The New
American Bible). - Give your servant a discerning heart... to distinguish between right and wrong (New International Version).
- Give me the wisdom .... to know the difference between good and evil (Good News Bible). As seen above, Solomon prayed
for an understanding heart, a discerning heart, an obedient heart, a hearing heart, a listening heart, and for wisdom; to be able to
distinguish between right and wrong, able to discern between good and evil, able to know and tell the difference between good
and evil. What a rich prayer!

Solomon’s prayer challenges our prayers, which most times are for materials things that satisfy the flesh. The Book of Proverbs
says, “Get wisdom, get understanding!... Do not forsake her, and she will preserve you; love her, and she will safeguard you.
The beginning of wisdom is: get wisdom; whatever else you get, get understanding. Extol her, and she will exalt you; she will
bring honors if you embrace her. She will put on your head a graceful diadem; a glorious crown she will bestow on you”
(Proverbs 4:5-9). Prophet Isaiah names wisdom as the first of the seven gifts of the Holy Spirit (Isaiah 11:3).

Jesus uses today’s gospel to remind us that our entire life is a journey to the kingdom of heaven. It is a journey where there are
constant challenges of distinguishing right from wrong, of discerning between good and evil, of knowing the difference between
good and evil, and of making wise judgements and good choices. If we depend solely on human wisdom for the journey, we will
follow the wrong way and miss the kingdom. St. Paul says, “For the wisdom of this world is foolishness in God’s sight” (1
Corinthians 3:19). Human wisdom alone is not enough. When and where we remove God, who is the origin and source of all
things, and operate only on human wisdom, we put ourselves in danger of mistakes, errors, bad choices, and sin.

With God’s wisdom, we will discover hidden treasures and pearls of great price, and we will be able to put what is good into the
bucket and throw away what is bad. Therefore, we are encouraged to pray for God’s wisdom to guide us at every moment. St.
James advises us, “If any of you lacks wisdom, he should ask God who gives to all generously and ungrudgingly, and [the
person] will be given” (James 1:5). God’s wisdom is mysterious and hidden (1 Corinthians 2:7), given to those who desire and
seek it. My prayer for each of us and our Confirmandi is that we will all open ourselves to the Wisdom and guidance of God in
all our endeavors and relationships. Seek her and she will never fail you. And may the gifts of the Holy Spirit renew us, nourish
us, and sustain us. Amen!

Desde el Escritorio del Pastor

Mientras nos preparamos para la celebracion del Sacramento de la Confirmacién para 17 de
nuestros hermanos y hermanas jovenes, la Iglesia en la primera lectura del decimoséptimo
domingo del tiempo ordinario nos presenta la persona de Salomén. Salomdn era un hombre joven
cuando se convirtid en rey de Israel. En su suefio, Dios le dijo: “Pideme algo y te lo daré”.
Salomén respondio: ““...Soy un simple joven, que no sé en absoluto como actuar... Da a tu
siervo, por lo tanto, un corazon entendido para juzgar a tu pueblo y distinguir el bien del mal”.
Como cristianos y especialmente nuestros Confirmandos, debéis orar por los dones del Espiritu
Santo, de los cuales forman parte la Sabiduria, el entendimiento y el discernimiento que pidi6
Salomén. A Dios le gust6 lo que Salomén pidio, porque pudo elevarse por encima de sus
necesidades y deseos personales o egoistas. Esforzarse por construir una relacion con el Espiritu
Santo que nos acerca a Jesucristo en la Eucaristia. La oracién de Salomén nos recuerda Mateo
6:33, “Buscad primeramente el reino de Dios y su justicia, y todas estas cosas os seran afiadidas”. Diferentes versiones de la
oracidon de Salomoén en varias traducciones de la Biblia resaltan la profundidad y el poder de la oraciéon, veamos tres de ellas: -
Da a tu siervo un corazén comprensivo... para distinguir el bien del mal (La Nueva Biblia Americana). - Da a tu siervo un
corazén discernidor... para distinguir entre el bien y el mal (Nueva Version Internacional). - Dame la sabiduria.... saber la
diferencia entre el bien y el mal (Biblia Buenas Nuevas). Como se ve arriba, Salomo6n ord por un corazon entendido, un corazon
discernidor, un corazén obediente, un corazén oyente, un corazén que escucha, y por sabiduria; ser capaz de distinguir entre el
bien y el mal, capaz de discernir entre el bien y el mal, capaz de saber y decir la diferencia entre el bien y el mal. jQué rica
oracion!

La oracién de Salomodn desafia nuestras oraciones, que la mayoria de las veces son por cosas materiales que satisfacen la carne.
El Libro de los Proverbios dice: “jAdquiere sabiduria, adquiere inteligencia!... No la abandones, y ella te guardara; amala, y ella
te protegerd. El comienzo de la sabiduria es: obtén sabiduria; cualquier otra cosa que obtengas, obtén comprension. Exaltala, y
ella te exaltard a ti; ella traerd honores si la abrazas. Ella pondra sobre tu cabeza una graciosa diadema; te dard una corona de
gloria” (Proverbios 4:5-9). El profeta Isaias nombra la sabiduria como el primero de los siete dones del Espiritu Santo (Isaias
11:3). Jests usa el evangelio de hoy para recordarnos que toda nuestra vida es un viaje al reino de los cielos. Es un viaje donde
hay desafios constantes de distinguir el bien del mal, de discernir entre el bien y el mal, de saber la diferencia entre el bien y el
mal, y de hacer juicios sabios y buenas elecciones. Si dependemos tinicamente de la sabiduria humana para el viaje, seguiremos
el camino equivocado y perderemos el reino. San Pablo dice: “Porque la sabiduria de este mundo es locura a los ojos de Dios” (1
Corintios 3:19). La sabiduria humana por si sola no es suficiente. Cuando y donde eliminamos a Dios, que es el origen y la
fuente de todas las cosas, y operamos solo con la sabiduria humana, nos ponemos en peligro de errores, errores, malas decisiones
y pecado. Con la sabiduria de Dios, descubriremos tesoros escondidos y perlas preciosas, y podremos echar lo bueno en el balde
y tirar lo malo. Por lo tanto, se nos anima a orar para que la sabiduria de Dios nos guie en todo momento. Santiago nos aconseja:
“Si a alguno de vosotros le falta sabiduria, pidala a Dios, que da a todos con generosidad y sin desgana, y [la persona] le sera
dada” (Santiago 1:5). La sabiduria de Dios es misteriosa y escondida (1 Corintios 2:7), dada a aquellos que la desean y la
buscan. Mi oracion por cada uno de nosotros y nuestros Confirmandos es que todos nos abramos a la Sabiduria y guia de Dios
en todos nuestros esfuerzos y relaciones. Bliscala y ella nunca te fallard. Y que los dones del Espiritu Santo nos renueven, nos
nutran y nos sustenten. jAmén!
