From the Pastor’s Desk

The gospel of today helps us to understand the origin of the Catholic Church and the
papacy. Jesus is the founder, and St. Peter is the first pope. It is only the Catholic
Church that has Jesus as her founder. Every other church traces its founder to a
human being. The declaration and prophecy of Jesus in today’s gospel has kept the
Catholic Church going for more than two thousand years of her existence, and the
gates of hell have not been able to prevail over her. From her very beginning, as early
as the time of the apostles to our generation, the Church has gone through strong
winds and storms, earthquake, and fire; attacks from outside from empires and
governments, and attacks from within from her members Clergy and Lay, and yet the
Church has continued to survive. Jesus’ declaration and prophecy concerning the
Church stands forever, which is to say, no matter what happens, the Catholic Church
will remain till the end of time.

Before his ascension, Jesus authorized the Catholic Church, “All power in heaven and on earth has been given to me.
Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, until the end
of the age” (Matthew 28:18-20).

In many countries and in many places, there are rulers and leaders, like Shebna, mentioned in the first reading, who
are wicked, deceitful, proud, and corrupt, and who conspire and commit atrocities and evil against their own

people. Isaiah prophesied God’s blessings on Eliakim because he was good hearted. As God condemned Shebna, He
blessed Eliakim that he would take over the authority Shebna used to have. “He shall be a father to the inhabitants of
Jerusalem and the house of Judah. St. Paul exclaims in the second reading, “How inscrutable are [God’s] judgements
and how unsearchable his ways!” (Romans 11:33). We pray that through God’s “inscrutable judgement,” the wicked
rulers’ reign of terror will come to an end as it happened to Shebna, and good men and women would be raised to our
leadership positions.

Finally, just as Jesus asked his disciples, “Who do people say that the Son of Man is?” Jesus asks each one of us who
he is in our lives, in our homes, in our businesses, in our workplaces, and so on. It is important to examine our
relationship with Jesus often. Peter replied, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.” Let us strive to be close to
Jesus. Let him be our all in all. Let him be alive in us. Let him have authority over our every situation. When he
opens, may no one shut. When he shuts, may no one open. May he fix us like a peg in a sure spot and may no one
uproot us.

Diocese of Charlotte Eucharistic Congress for September 8th and 9th. The buses leave by 5 am on Saturday
September 9th, while check in is by 4:30 am at the parking lot. Intending participants can reserve a seat on the
coaches for $50 per person, $150 Family of 3-4 Persons and $40 per extra family member. Next year is the
National Eucharistic Congress in Indianapolis, let us begin the preparation by attending the annual Eucharistic
Congress of the Diocese.

2. We are still appealing for volunteers for the White Glove ministry who will maintain an inventory of paper and
cleaning supplies for the Parish. And supply an order list to the office.

Desde el Escritorio del Pastor

El evangelio de hoy nos ayuda a comprender el origen de la Iglesia catodlica y el
papado. Jesus es el fundador y San Pedro es el primer Papa. Solo la Iglesia Catolica
tiene a Jess como su fundador. Todas las demaés iglesias atribuyen su fundador a un
ser humano. La declaracion y profecia de Jesus en el evangelio de hoy ha mantenido
viva a la Iglesia Catolica durante mas de dos mil afios de su existencia, y las puertas
del infierno no han podido prevalecer sobre ella.

Desde sus inicios, desde el tiempo de los apdstoles hasta nuestra generacion, la
Iglesia ha pasado por fuertes vientos y tormentas, terremotos e incendios; ataques
desde fuera de imperios y gobiernos, y ataques desde dentro de sus miembros,
clérigos y laicos, y, sin embargo, la Iglesia ha seguido sobreviviendo. La declaracion
y profecia de Jesus sobre la Iglesia permanece para siempre, es decir, pase lo que pase, la Iglesia Catolica
permanecerd hasta el fin de los tiempos.

Antes de su ascension, Jesus autoriz6 a la Iglesia Catolica: “Me ha sido dado todo poder en el cielo y en la tierra. 1d,
pues, y haced discipulos a todas las naciones, bautizdndolos en el nombre del Padre y del Hijo y del Espiritu Santo,
ensefidndoles a guardar todo lo que os he mandado. Y he aqui, yo estaré con vosotros todos los dias, hasta el fin de los
tiempos” (Mateo 28:18-20).

En muchos paises y en muchos lugares, hay gobernantes y lideres, como Sebna, mencionado en la primera lectura,
que son malvados, engafosos, orgullosos y corruptos, y que conspiran y cometen atrocidades y maldades contra su
propio pueblo. Isaias profetizo las bendiciones de Dios sobre Eliaquim porque tenia buen corazoén. Cuando Dios
condend a Sebna, bendijo a Eliaquim para que asumiera la autoridad que solia tener Sebna. “El sera un padre para los
habitantes de Jerusalén y de la casa de Juda. San Pablo exclama en la segunda lectura: “jCudn inescrutables son los
juicios [de Dios] y cudn inescrutables sus caminos!” (Romanos 11:33). Oramos para que a través del “juicio
inescrutable” de Dios, el reinado de terror de los gobernantes malvados llegue a su fin como le sucedid a Sebna, y
hombres y mujeres buenos sean elevados a nuestras posiciones de liderazgo.

Finalmente, asi como Jesus pregunto a sus discipulos: “;Quién dice la gente que es el Hijo del Hombre?” Jesus nos
pregunta a cada uno de nosotros quién es ¢l en nuestra vida, en nuestros hogares, en nuestros negocios, en nuestros
lugares de trabajo, etc. Es importante examinar con frecuencia nuestra relacion con Jesus. Pedro respondio: “Tt eres
el Cristo, el Hijo del Dios vivo”. Esforcémonos por estar cerca de Jests. Que €l sea nuestro todo en todos. Que esté
vivo en nosotros. Que tenga autoridad sobre cada situacion nuestra. Cuando €l abra, que nadie cierre. Cuando ¢l
cierre, que nadie abra. Que ¢l nos fije como una clavija en un lugar seguro y que nadie nos arranque de raiz.
